February, 2010 – The 18th Annual TCtv Video Programming Awards Committee met on February 4, 2010 to discuss the rules of entry.

The Committee considered comments from the public and Commissioners at the February Commission meeting.  The Committee discussed several options in response to concerns regarding multiple entries of the same program in the same category.

The committee decided to recommend to the Commission that the following language be added to the Call for Entry Eligibility Criteria:

1. Users/Producers are limited to enter a single program per category.

2. Users/Producers may enter the same program in multiple categories.

Commissioner Sunshine moved to accept the Torrance Community Television Annual Programming Awards Committee Report for February 2010.  This motion seconded by Commissioner Carlson, motion carried with aye vote.
C) Report of the Community Television Center 

1) February, 2010 – Coordinator Fefie highlighted 18 new programs were completed with 09 programs bicycled.  He also noted studio usage was significantly down over the previous year to 19% compared to 84%; field camera check-outs remains low 15% compared with 18% in 2009.  Post-production usage was 49% compared to 43% in 2009.  02 “It’s Your TV Brochures” were mailed, with 04 graduates.  16 members of the Cub Scouts 658 Tiger Den received a tour of the facilities. 03 Users attended and 03 graduated from the Pre Production Planning Workshop. 04 Users attended and 04 graduated from the DV Field and Post Production Workshop. 02 Users successfully took and passed the Field Production Waiver Exam and 01 User successfully took and passed the Studio Production Waiver Exam.
Brief discussion followed.

D) Report of Legislative and Cable Related Activities


Manager Smith reported the FCC says that cable operators and other multichannel video programming distributors may continue to bulk bill apartments and other multiple dwelling units (MDUs) and secure exclusive rights to target market their customers, but it also expressly reserved the right to change its mind down the road if circumstances warrant. 

Time Warner Cable said that it has crossed the 9 million subscriber milestone for its residential high-speed data services, which include Road Runner. AT&T has asked the FCC to require Cox to give AT&T access to its regional sports net in San Diego, citing the FCC's recent decision to loosen/close the terrestrial exemption. 

Comcast is on the verge of rolling out faster data speeds based on DOCSIS 3.0 technology across the country. 

Startup Sezmi signed an exclusive distribution deal with Best Buy for the commercial launch in the Los Angeles area of a TV service that blends more than 50 over-the-air channels, nearly two dozen cable networks and Internet video content -- with monthly pricing of $4.99 for the broadcast-only version and $19.99 for the premium cable package.  The retailer will offer a $299 hybrid set-top, manufactured by Taiwan's Tatung, which pulls in broadcast and cable programming and VOD using a combination of Internet bandwidth and multicast spectrum leased from TV broadcasters. 

Google's announcement that it was planning to build some test-bed high-speed broadband networks around the country drew a flurry of responses from a snowed-in Washington, D.C.
