C) Report of the Community Television Center 

1) March, 2011 – Manager Smith highlighted 16 new programs were completed with 25 programs bicycled.  He also noted studio usage was 15 % 2011 compared to 24% 2010; field camera check-outs remain low 06% as compared to than the previous year of 19%.  Post-production usage at 36% compared to 44% in 2010.  05 guests attended New Users Orientation, 05 graduated.  03 Users enrolled in Pre Production Planning Workshop, 03 graduated.  06 User enrolled Studio Production Workshop, 00 graduated.  TCtv hosted Cub Scout Pack 759, Den 3 for a tour, 18 attended; Tiger Cubs, Pack 586, 9 attended; Tiger Cubs Pack 922, 20; Girl Scout Troop 865, 24 attended.  TCtv hosted a seminar on Sonic Fire, 10 attended.
Brief discussion followed.

D) Report of Legislative and Cable Related Activities 
Manager Smith stated the City is still looking into Time Warner’s unilateral attempt to deduct revenue from the franchise fees in order to remit fees to the FCC.   

Manager Smith also summarized the following:  

Time Warner Cable and AT&T -- ordinarily intense competitors -- are joining forces in a bid to get a bigger chunk of TV advertising spending.
While only 1.4% of consumers have cut the cord in the last two years, 7% of current pay-television subscribers are considering canceling their service, according to a Consumer Reports survey.
Time Warner Cable's plans to offer live television through Apple's iPad have hit a major roadblock.

The cable giant, which has almost 15 million subscribers, dropped a dozen popular channels — including MTV and Comedy Central — from its recently launched iPad application after complaints from programmers, which argued that their content was being put on the iPad illegally.
Time Warner Inc. chairman and CEO Jeffrey Bewkes, coming off a year of double-digit advertising growth, was rewarded handsomely in 2010, with total compensation of more than $26 million, a 34% increase over the prior year.
Time Warner Cable was said to be in early talks to utilize Light Squared Inc.'s yet-to-be-built wireless network to offer mobile Internet access to its subscribers.
Charter Chairman and CEO Brian Roberts saw his total compensation increase 14.3% for the year to $31.1 million from $27.2 million in 2009. Roberts' base salary actually declined slightly during the year - to $2.8 million from $2.9 million in 2009 - but he received $10.9 million in non-equity incentive compensation, a 33% increase from the $8.2 million he received in 2009.

AT&T Inc. announced it would buy T-Mobile USA in a cash and stock deal worth $39 billion, a move that would combine two of the largest U.S. wireless providers and build a telecommunications behemoth that would tower over Verizon Wireless, the other leading cellular network.
The Federal Communications Commission has launched a beta version of its new Web site that invites consumer comments on proceedings or complaints more prominently with terms like "take action" and "get involved."
