MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING
OF THE AIRPORT COMMISSION

1. CALL TO ORDER

The Torrance Airport Commission convened in a regular session on Thursday,
January 10, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the West Annex meeting room at Torrance City Hall.

2. ROLL CALL

Present: Commissioners Adams, Dingman, Fitch, Haddon,
Rhilinger, and Chairperson Gates.

Absent: Commissioner Tymczyszyn.

Also Present: Facility Operations Manager Megerdichian.

MOTION: Commissioner Rhilinger moved to grant an excused absence to
Commissioner Tymczyszyn for the January 10, 2008 meeting. Commissioner Adams
seconded the motion; a voice vote reflected unanimous approval.

3. FLAG SALUTE

Commissioner Adams led the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. AFFIDAVIT OF AGENDA POSTING

MOTION: Commissioner Dingman, seconded by Commissioner Adams, moved
to accept and file the report of the City Clerk on the posting of the agenda for this
meeting; a voice vote reflected unanimous approval.

5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF DECEMBER 13, 2007

Commissioner Adams offered the following correction to the December 13, 2007
meeting minutes:

Page 4, 7D.2, line 5: “…and regulations concerning commercial air passenger
service.”

MOTION: Commissioner Rhilinger for the approval of the December 13, 2007
Airport Commission meeting minutes as amended. Commissioner Adams seconded the
motion; a voice vote reflected unanimous approval (absent Commissioner Tymczyszyn).

6. ACTION ITEMS

None.

7. INFORMATION ITEMS
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7A. AERONAUTICAL OPERATIONAL INFORMATION UNDER THE PURVIEW OF
THE GENERAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT

Chairperson Gates noted that the following reports for January 2008 were
included in the agenda material: Hangar and Tiedown Rental Status, Ongoing Projects,
January Meeting Room Schedule, and Hangar Waiting List.

Facility Operations Manager Megerdichian noted that the bid opening for the
Airport Security Project is scheduled for January 24, 2008.

In response to Commissioner Rhilinger’s inquiry regarding the Noise Monitoring
System Replacement, Facility Operations Manager Megerdichian advised that Deputy
Director Cessna was unable to attend tonight’s meeting and plans to address the
Commission when there is a more complete update on its status.

Commissioner Fitch’s requested that the Noise Monitoring System Replacement
be added as a line item at the top of the Ongoing Projects report and received
clarification from staff that the projected cost has not changed.

7B. AERONAUTICAL OPERATIONAL INFORMATION UNDER THE PURVIEW OF
THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

Chairperson Gates noted that the following reports were included in
supplemental material: Events Requiring Emergency Response and Airfield Operations
Status.

Responding to Commissioner Fitch’s inquiry, Facility Operations Manager
Megerdichian explained that Events Requiring Emergency Response were incidents or
accidents that require response by operational staff or the Fire Department.

7C. LAND MANAGEMENT REPORT – AERONAUTICAL

No report.

7D. TIME LIMITS FOR ORAL COMMUNICATIONS

Facility Operations Manager Megerdichian distributed written clarification of the
motion passed on December 13, 2007 regarding time limits for speakers during Oral
Communications.

7E. SUB-COMMITTEE REPORTS

7E.1 STATE AND FED FUNDING

Chairperson Gates reported that the subcommittee was waiting for a meeting
with the City’s consultant to be scheduled.

7E.2 POLICY CHANGE AND GA GROWTH

Commissioner Adams reported that the subcommittee met on January 8, 2008 to
discuss identifying issues, contacting stakeholders and industry experts, and collecting
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data regarding the use of jet fuel at the Airport. He stated that they were determining a
definition of an airfield operation, noting that a “touch and go” is considered two
operations.

In response to his inquiry regarding jet traffic data at the Airport, Facility
Operations Manager Megerdichian advised that information could only be provided if
aircraft stay overnight. He offered to look into the possibility of obtaining N numbers and
dates.

Commissioner Dingman provided clarification that turbo prop aircraft also use jet
fuel.

7E.3 MASTER PLAN

No report.

8. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS

8A. Commissioner Rhilinger stated that she attended the last Commission on Aging
meeting and that concern was expressed about the use of jet fuel and hours of operation
at the Airport.

8B. Commissioner Rhilinger announced the musical “The Wright Brothers” on
January 12, 2008 at the Armstrong Theatre.

8C. Commissioner Fitch suggested that the Commission move its meetings to the
General Aviation Center to encourage more active participation from the public.

In response to Commissioners’ concurrence, Facility Operations Manager
Megerdichian offered to place an item on the February 14, 2008 agenda to further
discuss the suggestion.

8D. Responding to Commissioner Fitch’s inquiry, Facility Operations Manager
Megerdichian stated that he believed that trash pick up days at the Airport are Mondays
and Thursdays.

8E. Commissioner Fitch stated that she enjoyed the December 16, 2007 Open
House at the Airport.

8F. Facility Operations Manager Megerdichian announced the annual aeronautical
Cal Trans inspection at the end of February 2008, adding that he will provide their report
when it becomes available.

8G. Facility Operations Manager Megerdichian announced that Business Manager
Zucker has retired and they will be recruiting to fill her position.

8H. Frank Rizzardi, Carlow Road, stated that the Airport Commission used to meet in
the General Aviation Center and that it was not a comfortable setting. He added that the
City Manager at that time also wanted to centralize the locations of Commission
meetings.
