August 9, 2007

MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING
OF THE AIRPORT COMMISSION

1. CALL TO ORDER

The Torrance Airport Commission convened in a regular session on Thursday,
August 9, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. in the West Annex meeting room at Torrance City Hall.
2. ROLL CALL

Present: Commissioners Adams, Dingman, Fitch, Gates, Haddon
and Chairperson Tymczyszyn.

Absent: Commissioner Rhilinger.
Also Present: General Services Director Ballew.
MOTION: Chairperson Tymczyszyn moved to grant an excused absence to

Commissioner Rhilinger for the August 9, 2007 Airport Commission meeting.
Commissioner Adams seconded the motion; a voice vote reflected unanimous approval.

3. FLAG SALUTE

Commissioner Fitch led the Pledge of Allegiance.

4, AFFEIDAVIT OF AGENDA POSTING

MOTION: Commissioner Dingman, seconded by Commissioner Adams, moved
to accept and file the report of the City Clerk on the posting of the agenda for this
meeting; a voice vote reflected unanimous approval.

5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF JULY 12, 2007

Referring to Item 7D in the July 12, 2007 meeting minutes, Commissioner Fitch
offered a more complete definition of the word “encumbrance.”

Commissioner Fitch offered the following correction to the July 12, 2007 meeting
minutes: Page 3, 8A, “...subcommittee met to discuss goals that include topics
significant to the public.”

Chairperson Tymczyszyn provided clarification that there is a separate Master
Plan subcommittee that has not begun meeting yet.

MOTION: Commissioner Fitch moved for the approval of the July 12, 2007
Airport Commission meeting minutes as corrected. Commissioner Haddon seconded
the motion; a voice vote reflected unanimous approval (absent Commissioner Rhilinger).

6. ACTION ITEMS
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6A. ELECTION OF CHAIRPERSON AND VICE-CHAIRPERSON

Commissioner Gates nominated Commissioner Dingman for Chairperson of the
Airport Commission; Commissioner Dingman declined the nomination.

Chairperson Tymczyszyn, seconded by Commissioner Fitch, nominated
Commissioner Gates for Chairperson of the Airport Commission. There were no further
nominations; a roll call vote reflected unanimous approval (absent Commissioner
Rhilinger).

Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Fitch, nominated
Commissioner Haddon as Vice-Chairperson of the Airport Commission. There were no
further nominations; a roll call vote reflected unanimous approval (absent Commissioner
Rhilinger).

7. INFORMATION ITEMS

7A. AERONAUTICAL OPERATIONAL INFORMATION UNDER THE PURVIEW OF
THE GENERAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT

Chairperson Tymczyszyn noted that the following reports for August 2007 were
included in the agenda material: Hangar and Tiedown Rental Status, Ongoing Projects,
August Meeting Room Schedule, and Hangar Waiting List. He pointed out the three
hangar vacancies and the increase in hangar rental fees.

Commissioner Gates related his observation that the City was still billing odd
cents and not rounding off to the nearest dollar.

Commissioner Haddon received clarification that the Finance Department
determines rental fees.

In response to Commissioner Fitch’s inquiry regarding the Master Plan, Director
Ballew offered to provide information on which of the listed Phase 1 and Phase 2
projects have been completed, are still ongoing, or have been eliminated.

Commissioner Fitch noted that Hawthorne Airport was interested in temporarily
renting 97 tie-downs at Torrance Airport.

Director Ballew provided clarification that the total number of City leased tie-
downs available at the Airport has decreased.

7B. AERONAUTICAL OPERATIONAL INFORMATION UNDER THE PURVIEW OF
THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

Chairperson Tymczyszyn noted that the following reports were included in the
agenda material: Events Requiring Emergency Response and Airfield Operations
Status.

A brief discussion centered on the form referred to in the third incident listed

under Events Requiring Emergency Response.
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Director Ballew reported that the new trash containers would be delivered on
August 20, 2007, noting that City Council directed that an item be brought to the Airport
Commission next month regarding the enclosure.

Commissioner Fitch stated that at the August 7, 2007 City Council meeting she
requested that Item 8L, regarding the refuse and recycling enclosure, be removed from
the Consent Calendar because the recommended funding was different than what was
presented to the Commission. She related her understanding that funding was to come
from the Operations Fund and not the Airport Enterprise Fund, and that City Council had
requested that the recommendation be returned to the Commission for reconsideration.

In response to Commissioner Gates’ inquiry, Director Ballew offered to bring
back information regarding the progress of Zamperini Way enhancements.

Responding to Commissioner Haddon’s inquiry, Commissioners and staff
explained what types of foreign object debris need to be removed from areas around
runways, taxiways, and west end.

7C. LAND MANAGEMENT REPORT — AERONAUTICAL

No report.

8. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS

8A. Responding to Commissioner Fitch’s inquiry, Director Ballew advised that noise
complaints are tracked.

Chairperson Tymczyszyn requested that Deputy Community Development
Director Cessna provide a status report on the noise abatement system.

Commissioner Haddon received clarification from staff that the noise abatement
system is not yet fully operational.

Commissioner Fitch suggested that Robinson Helicopter stagger their helicopter
tests and requested that “Noise Abatement” be placed as a permanent item under
Information Items on future agendas.

8B. Commissioner Fitch announced the 26" Annual Great Reno Balloon Races on
September 7-9, 2007 and 44" Annual Reno National Air Races on September 12-16,
2007.

8C. Commissioner Fitch announced the 9" Annual Employee Variety Show on
September 15, 2007.

8D. Commissioner Fitch noted that Facility Operations Manager Megerdichian
attended Councilmember Mcintyre’s memorial service and stated that the City did a
remarkable job of celebrating her memory and life.

8E. Commissioner Dingman mentioned that he has not seen the IFly kiosk yet and

received clarification that it has not been installed yet.
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8F. Commissioner Gates announced the monthly open house at the Airport on
August 26, 2007, located near the East T hangars.

8G. Chairperson Tymczyszyn informed Commissioners that Benbow Aviation FBO
ownership has changed.

8H.  Commissioner Adams stated that the Policy Change and General Aviation
Growth subcommittee met on August 9, 2007 to discuss potential objectives for the
future of the Airport, noting that they planned to gather consensus on recommended
items and bring them forward to the Commission.

8l. Vice-Chairperson Gates stated that the State and Federal Funding subcommittee
is gathering data on funding sources.

8J. Director Ballew announced the birth of Facility Operations Manager
Megerdichian’s daughter Laura on August 3, 2007.
