MOTION:  Commissioner Candioty moved to accept and file the report of the City 
Clerk on the posting of the agenda.  Commissioner Endo-Roberts seconded the motion; 
a voice vote reflected unanimous approval.

MOTION:  Commissioner Rische moved for the approval of the August 18, 2008 
Commission meeting minutes as submitted.  Commissioner Smisek seconded the 
motion; a voice vote reflected unanimous approval.

6A. PROCLAMATION RECOGNIZING OCTOBER 2008 AS NATION AL ARTS AND 
HUMANITIES MONTH 

 

 Cultural Services Manager Rappoport presented a draft Proclamation declaring 
October 2008 as National Arts and Humanities Month in Torrance and recommended 
that Commissioners adopt it for recommendation to the City Council.  She encouraged 
Commissioners to attend the reading of the Proclamation at the October 7, 2008 City 
Council meeting.
