1. February, 2016 — Coordinator Fefie provided an overview of the facility usage: 08
original shows were produced and 08 shows were bicycled; 196 hours of post-
production used; HD studio showed 20 hours used; 168 hours of HD field camera
used; and 00 hours of SD camera used. TCtv also held the first-ever Audio and
Music Recording Workshop pilot, with 09 Producer enrolled, 09 graduated. Monthly
Producer Get-Together: “Music & Audio Copyright Laws” was cancelled, 02 in



attendance. TCtv hosted a tour for Torrance Art Museum (“TAM”) staff, 10 guests
attended.

D) Report of Legislative and Cable Related Activities
Manager Smith summarized the following:

A coalition of progressive-leaning nonprofit groups says it's gathered 300,000
signatures for a petition opposing Charter Communications' proposed takeovers of Time
Warner Cable and Bright House Networks.

Taking clearer aim at a small but growing group of cord-cutters and consumers who
have never taken a traditional pay TV service, AT&T said it's developing a set of
DirecTV-branded streaming services that will be delivered over-the-top and launch in
the fourth quarter of 2016.

The FCC voted along party lines to approve a proposal that would pave the way for
software, devices and other innovative solutions to compete with the set-top boxes that
a majority of consumers now must lease from pay-TV providers.
