New Business:

A. USGS ShakeOut Scenario
Lieutenant Megeff provided an overview of the USGS ShakeOut scenario and its relevance to the Golden Guardian exercise in November.  The exercise will be in response to a simulated 7.8 magnitude earthquake along the southern most section of the San Andreas Fault.  The City’s level of participation in this exercise is currently being discussed but will most likely be functional or full-scale.  
B. City / community appointees to Disaster Council

Lieutenant Megeff reported back to the council, per their request, on the status and procedure for notifying the council’s City and community appointees re upcoming meetings.  Research showed that almost all of the City appointees have been receiving notice and the Agenda (via email) of upcoming Disaster Council meetings; whereas nearly half of the community appointees were not on the email distribution list.  They have since been added.  
Old Business:


A.  Update re Map Your Neighborhood

Commissioner Galbasin provided an update re the Map Your Neighborhood program.  There have been several training sessions for block captains, with more training sessions scheduled in the near future.  So far, the block captains have been very excited and receptive to the training.  

C. Update re CPR training for Torrance residents

Lieutenant Megeff provided an update re the Disaster Council’s recommendation to City Council that the City and Torrance Memorial co-sponsor CPR training for Torrance residents.  The Disaster Council’s letter of recommendation was delivered to City Council, and will be followed up by Staff with an Agenda item.

A.  Comments from Commissioners

Commissioner Matsuda related she is an appointee to the Strategic Planning Committee, and that a few of the other appointees would like to see the City prepare and train for disasters other than earthquakes.  Commissioner Matsuda also related that some were not fully aware of all the City’s and Police Department’s programs currently in existence, and that perhaps the Police Department needs to do a better job of community outreach and promoting itself.

Department updates

Lieutenant Megeff related that all City departments have been asked to review their Department Operations / Response Plans, in anticipation of “rolling” drills to exercise those plans i.e. evacuations and shelter in place.

Lieutenant Megeff related that Emergency Services was still working with the Los Angeles City Mayor’s Office and the Los Angeles County Department of 
Public Health re a grant to identify and develop a POD (Point of Distribution) site and plan.

Announcements / updates

DSV (Disaster Service Volunteer) MaryAnne Vega inquired re City plans to utilize outpatient centers in the event of a disaster, and offered her (Coast Surgery) assistance.  Her information was taken offline.

DSV Meredith Eick shared an April 2008 magazine article re nuclear smuggling, and the current level of security and ship inspections in the Los Angeles Port.
