Minutes for Approval:

New Business:

A. Community Safety Training Day
Community Affairs Officer Dave Crespin provided an overview of the upcoming Community Safety Training Day (Saturday October 25, 2008) at Torrance High School. The event will feature an introduction by the Police Department, coffee and light refreshments, and workshops.  Each workshop will be presented by officers who specialize in that field.  If successful, the Police Department plans on hosting this event on a quarterly basis.    

B. Emergency Services Coordinator update
Lieutenant Megeff provided an update on the City’s search for an Emergency Services Coordinator.  Applications are currently being accepted and a tentative date for Oral Interviews has been set for October 27, 2008.

C. Discussion re ShakeOut participant recruitment / advertising

There was much discussion re recruitment and advertising for the Great Southern California ShakeOut exercise.  Some of the suggestions were to recruit / advertise through the ShakeOut flyers, posters, Chamber of Commerce, Torrance Transit buses, Info Bits, City Cable, billboards, the Goodyear blimp, and the Daily Breeze.  It was agreed that Staff would follow up with the printing of several hundred flyers and posters for distribution at the Police Department, Libraries, and perhaps Chamber of Commerce.    
Old Business:

A. Discussion re flyer / CPR training for Torrance residents
500 color copies of the CPR flyer were brought to the meeting.  It was requested that copies be left for distribution at the Police Department, Libraries, West Annex, and the Bartlett Center.  It was also requested that an electronic version be made available for distribution via email.    

B. Update re Golden Guardian exercise

Area G DMAC Mike Martinet provided a PowerPoint presentation on the ShakeOut / Golden Guardian exercise including projected damages.  

Lieutenant Megeff followed up with a brief presentation on the City’s level of involvement, which will include Department evacuations, an EOC activation, and a field exercise for Disaster Service Volunteers.  In preparation for Golden Guardian, the City took part in an EOC tabletop exercise on September 23 with a second EOC tabletop exercise scheduled for October 8.
C. Discussion re Earthquake Preparedness Month
