MINUTES OF AN ADJOURNED MEETING

The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in an
adjourned meeting of an adjourned regular meeting in the Council
Cham?er, City Hall, Torrance, California, on September 17, 1937,
at 11:00 a.m.

Mayor Tolson called the meeting to order.

Clerk Bartlett called the roll, those answering present
being Councilmen: Deininger, McGuire and Tolson. Absent:
Councilmen: Hitchcock and Powell.

Clerk Bartlett presented and read in full:

RESOLUTION NO, 1160

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF TORRANCE APPROVING CHANGE ORDER
NO. 6, AND REQUESTING THE FEDERAL
EMERGENCY ADMINISTRATION OF PUBLIC WORKS
TO APPROVE SAME IN CONNECTION WITH THE
CONSTRUCTION OF THE ADMINISTRATION BUILD-
ING, P.W.A, DOCKET 1487-D

Councilman McGuire moved that Resolution No. 1160 be adopted.

Councilman Deininger seconded the motion, which was carried
by the following roll call vote: AYES: COUNCILMEN: Deininger,
McGuire and Tolson. NOES: COUNCILMEN: None. ABSENT: COUNCIL-
MEN: Hitchcock and Powell.

The protest filed by J.E. Hitchcock, Mayor Pro-tem, on
behalf of the City Council of the City of Torrance against the
issuance of M"off-sale" alcoholic beverage licenses to John Buta
at 2227 Torrance Boulevard, Torrance, California, was discussed
at length,

A communication from the State Board of Equalization was
read, advising that the licenses had been denied, that Mr.

Buta had filed a petition for licenses and that a hearing had
been scheduled for September 20, 1937 at 2 p.m. in the State
Building, Los Angeles.

Councilman Deininger moved that the communications be
filed. Councilman McGuire seconded the motion, which was
carried unanimously.

Mayor Tolson called to the attention of the Council the
fact that the Water Plant had not been inspected by an
electrical inspector. The usual procedure is for the contractor
to call for an inspection, but if he fails to do so, the City
must take this step as a safeguard, since the City would be
held liable for accidents or mishaps. Councilman McGuire stated
that, in the event of an accident, the State “ompensation
Insurance Company would call for the insgection report at the
very beginning of their investigation. herefore, it was the
opinion of the Council that Mr. Butterfield should be advised
to make the inspection and report to the Council.

At 11:25 a.m., upon motion of Councilman Deininger, seconded
by Councilman McGulre, the meeting adjourned.
