Councilman Powell commented 
that, in other instances, the Council had agreed to remove large 
trees from property and that he felt Mr. aohn Young's investment 
in property 'and a home on El Prado would warrant removal of the 
two eucalyptus trees on his .property. Councilman Hitchcock 
pointed out that the petition had requested removal of all trees 
on El Prado, not just the two on Mr. Young's property. He stated 
further that the action was taken on the the petition as a whole, 
not on individual ·properties. Councilman Hitchcock seconded the 
Diotion, Which "was carried unanimously. 

Councilman McGuire asked Mr. l'.'ee~, President of the Torrance 
Retail Merchants' Association, what he .thinks could be done to re­
lieve the parking situation along the business streets, stating 
that many of the automobiles parked along the streets belong to 
merchants and employees in the various business places. He said 
that some of the automobiles are parked for long periods of time, 
making it difficult to find parking space. Mr. Peckham advised 
that he would bring the matter up at the next meeting of the 
Me.rchents' Association. 

Councilman McGuire asked that a white line be painted on 
Western Avenue from 190th Street to 182nd Street. Referred to the 
Street Department. 

Councilman Powell moved that the Street Superintendent be 
author~zed to remove the two trees from John Young's property on 
EI Prado, which mot~on was lost for went of a second. 

Mayor Tolson moved that City Electrician Butterfield and 
Assistant Engineer Jain be authorized to attend the Electrical 
Inspectors' Convention at San Diego, February 1, 1939, expenses 
paid.

He explained his position in 
connection with the petition, stating that he had circulated said 
petition upon being informed that the two trees on his property 
could be removed only by general petition. He made a formal re­
--- quest that two eucalyptus trees on Lot 7, Block 25 be removed. 

Councilman Hitchcock asked what had been done toward building 
of a new pistol range. Mr. Stanger reported that Director of 
Public Safety Stroh had recommended the Water Company's property 
near the pumping plant as a "good location for same. He explained 
that about 90 X 220 ft. of property would be necessary, that the 
pumping plant and pistol range would be separated by a fence, that 
pits and protection wall would be built, a rough estimate of the 
cost being about $1500.00. He explained further that this particu­
lar property could not be drilled for another well, being too close 
to the other well.
