The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in an AdJjourn
ed Regular Meeting in the Council Chamber of the City Hall on Thurs-
day, March 30, 1950, at 5:15 p.m., Mayor Sherfey presiding.

Those answering to roll call by City Clerk Bartlett were: COUN-
CILMEN: Drale, Haggard, Jackson, Powell and Sherfey.

This being an AdJjourned Regular Meeting, Mayor Sherfey announced
the regular order of business would be dispensed with.

Clerk Bartlett read a letter from Industrial ILunch Service Co.
requesting permission to operate a lunch wagon at the North American
plant only. Councilman Powell moved that the Clerk be authorized to
issue such permit and license. Motion, seconded by Councilman Hag-
gard, carried by unanimous roll call vote.

Councilman Powell moved further reading of the Resolution be dis-
pensed with. Motion, seconded by Councilman Jackson, carried by unani-
mous roll call vote. Councllman Powell moved for the adoption of Resol-
ution No. 2052. Motion, seconded by Councilman Jackson, carried by un-
animous roll call vote.

RESOLUTION NO. 2053

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
TORRANCE AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 1938 BY STRIK-
ING AND ELIMINATING FROM SAID RESOLUTION CER-
TAIN PORTIONS THEREOF.

Councllman Powell moved further reading of the Resolution be dis-
pensed with. Motion, seconded by Councilman Jackson, carried by unani-
mous roll call vote. Councilman Jackson moved for the adoption of
Resolution No. 2053. Motion, seconded by Councilman Powell, carried
unanimously by roll call vote.

RESOLUTION NO. 2054

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
TORRANCE AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE MAYOR
AND CITY CLERK TO ACCEPT, ON BEHALF OF THE CITY,
THAT CERTAIN GRANT DEED FROM LOUIS J., KIRK AND
ROSE KIRK.

Councilman Haggard moved further reading of the Resolution be
dispensed with. Motion, seconded by Councilman Jackson, carried unani-
mously by roll call vote. Councllman Drale moved for the adoption of
Resolution No. 2054, Motion, seconded by Councilman Haggard, carried
unanimously by roll call vote,

Councllman Drale moved that, inasmuch as the City recently hir-
ed a non-resident Planning Engineer on a 3-day a week basis at $300
a month, and the City Clerk has been with the City for 26 years on a
full-time basls and only drawing $350.00, the Council increase his
salary by $50. City Attorney Smith advised they could not legally
do so at thils time unless the Council wished to increase his pay as
License Tax Collector from $50 to $100. Discussion followed, with
the majority of the Council, and the City Clerk, stating they did not
believe that this was the time to make any salary adjustment; that
the matter should be held over until after election. There being no
second, motion was declared lost.
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Mayor Sherfey called attention to Article IV of the Business Li-
cense Ordinance, and read portions thereof to the Council as to pro-
cedure on revocation and suspension of licenses. After some discus-
sicn, Councilman Haggard moved that notice be prepared and served on
Mr. Nuccio, and that the Mayor set April 7, 1950, at 8:00 p.m., as
the time for hearing. Motion, seconded by Councilman Powell, carried
by the following roll call vote: AYES: COUNCILMEN: Haggard, Jack-
son, Powell and Sherfey. NAYS: COUNCILMAN: Drale.

At 5:55 p.m., on motion of Councilman Powell, seconded by Coun-
cllman Haggard and unanimously carried, meeting adjourned.
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
