The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in a Regular 
Meeting in the Council Chamber of the City Hall on Tuesday , May 9, 
1950, at 8: 00 p.m., filayor Haggard presiding. 

Those responding to roll call by City Clerk Bartlett were: 

Also pre­
sent were City Manager stevens and City Attorney Smith. 

All persons present participated.in the salute to our Flag. 

As first order of business, Councilman Spelman moved the minutes 
of the Regular Meeting of April 25th be approved. Motion, seconded 
by Councilman Blount, carried unanimously by roll call vote. 

Mayor Haggard announced the time had come for opening bids for 
the construction of a recreation office and storeroom, and Clerk Bart­
lett read the following:

Letter from Mayor Wortham, of Redondo Beach, inviting the Coun­
cil to attend a band concert in their City Park on May 14th. relatter 
of record. 

Letter from Mayor Wortham urging support and cooperation in 
Redondo's efforts to obtain a small boat harbor. Councilman powell 
moved the Mayor be authorized to sign a letter of "commendation and 
consideration" on behalf of the City of Torrance in supporting the 
action of Redondo in acquiring the yacht harbor, but with the under­
standing Torrance would not participate in the financing thereof. 
Motion, seconded by Councilman Spelman, carried. 

Letter from the Torrance-Lomita Realty Board urging the employ­
ment of additional inspectors -- building, plumbing and electrical -­
to protect future homeowners. Councilman Drale moved the communica­
tion be referred to the City Manager for his recommendation at the 
next meeting. Motion, seconded by Councilman Spelman, carried. 

Letter from B. C. Buxton, realtor, offering approximately 10 acres 
at Border Ave. and Plaza del Amo to the City , on behalf of his c lient, 
for $21,000. Councilman Powell moved the letter be filed as a matter 
of record as the property would receive consideration under the City 
Manager's recolTunendations. Motion, seconded by Councilman Blount, 
carried. 

Letter from John A. Paap re-opening his previous request to 
operate a dump on certain Standard Oil property in Tract No. 2200. 
The matter was discussed at great length, with Mr. Paap stating he 
would make the City a price of 50¢ per load for the first 25 loads 
and $1.00 per load for the next 75 loads, or possibly a cost plus 
20% arrangement. His intended price to "Mr. Citizen" is $1.50 a 
load. Only solid materials would be taken -- rock, concrete, excava­
tion dirt, etc. City Manager Stevens advised the Council that the 
City would probably never exceed the 25 loads as we had very little 
of that type of material to dump, and that our usual type load should 
not be used to fill this particular pit as it would limit the future 
use of the property. Councilman Blount moved that Mr. paap's request 
be granted and that the City Attorney be authorized to draw up the 
permit or contract on the basis of Mr. Paap's oral offer of 50¢ for 
the first 25 loads, etc. Motion, seconded by Councilman Powell, 
carried unanimously by roll call vote. 

Notice from City Treasurer Fordice that she had appOinted Charles 
A. Curtiss as Deputy City Treasurer in her absence. Matter of record. 

Petition signed by 90% of the property owners along and abutting 
"Nance Lane" (178th st.) requesting the street be maintained as a 
public street. Councilman Powell moved the communication be referred 
to the street Superintendent and City Manager for their recommendation 
at the next meeting. Motion, seconded by Councilman Spelman, carried. 

Petition signed by 26 residents requesting removal of weeds from 
center parkway strip on Torrance Blvd. from Madrid to Crenshaw. Coun­
cilman Powell moved the petition be referred to the Park Superintendent 
and park Conwissioner for their recommendation at the next regular 
meeting. Motion, sec.onded by Councilman Blount, carried. 

Petition from residents and property OWllers living in the vicinity 
of Border Ave. and Plaza del Amo urging the purchase of the property 
at Plaza Del Amo and Border containing the old brick yard pit for use 
as a city dump and that some day the entire property be used as a play ­
ground and parl{. As this is the property referred to in lYJr. Buxton's 
letter and Mr. Steven's recommendations, petition was ordered filed 
as a matter of record. 

Petition with 52 Signatures urging that EI Prado be made a one­
way street 1Jfith stop signs to avoid t raffic accidents. Councilman 
Powell moved the petition be referred to the Traffic Conuuission and 
Ci t-.y- f1anager for their recommendation at the next meeting . rllotion, 
seconded by Councilman Spelman, carried. 



Letter from Mr. Patrick, Ass i st ant t o City Engineer, submit t ing 
petition signed by 51 residents re i ns t allation of sanitar y sewers 
in Trac ts 1952, 3757 and 10185.

Councilman Drale moved the request 
be denied and t hat the subdivider comply with the ordinance. Motion, 
seconded by Councilman Powell, carried. 

Clerk Bartlett advised t he Mayor he had a memorandum that Commis­
sion vacancies were to be filled at this meeting of the Council, to 
which the Mayor replied no appointments would be made as the matter 
had not been discussed at the last agenda meeting . 

Clerk Bartlett also reminded the Council of t he intended vacation 
of t he alleys i n Shady Nook Tract. Ci t y Manager s tevens reviewed the 
situation, following which Councilman powell moved that, in concurrence 
with the recommendation of the City Manager and Planning Commission, 
the City Attorney be authorized to draw the necessary ordinance vacat­
ing the a lleys in Shady Nook Tract. Motion, seconded by Mayor Haggard, 
carried.

PURCHASE OF PROPERTY: 

1. That lots 20 and 21, Tract No. 594-~·, located at the South­
west corner of Huber Avenue and Torrance Blvd., be pur­
cha sed a t the price of $2, 000 each, t o comple t e the Ci ty .s 
propert y acquisition at that location. 

2. 'l'hat the property at Plaza Del Amo and Border Avenue, approx­
imately ten a cres in area and containing the old brick yard 
pit, be purchased. The City to use the pit as a fill-and­
cover and cut-and-cover dump until the pit is filled. The 
pit in question must be filled and I feel that the City can 
best do this to the advantage of the City as a whole and to 
the property owners in the immediate vicinity. If t he pro­
perty is purchased, the City would clear the premises and 
fence in the pit. The filling would be orderly and controll­
ed and when finished would make available land for recreation 
and park purposes.
