As first order of business, Councilman Spelman moved the minutes 
of the Regular Meeting of January 23rd, and the Special Meeting of 
February 6th,be approved. Motion) seconded by Councilman Drale, 
carried unanimously by roll call vote. 

Mayor Haggard announced the time had come for the opening of 
bids on fire hose and Clerk Bartlett opened and read the follow­
ing:

Councilman Spelman moved the resignation be accepted and a 
letter of "tha.nk.s" sent to Mr. Benstead in appreciation of his ser­
vices. Motion, seconded by Mr. Karlow, carried unanimously by roll 
call vote. 

Request from Torrance Junior Woman's Club for permission to erect 
booths on street corners downtown for Queen contestants for "Miss Tor­
rance." Councilman Spelman moved request be granted. Motion, sec­
onded by Councilman Blount, carried. 

Letter from Housing and Home Finance Agency advising approval 
of the City's application for $56,700 to improve our waterworks 
system. Matter of record. 

Protest from the bus drivers of revocation of all passes; call-
ing attention to violation of seniority rights; and advising of the 
deplorable condition of the equipment. In connection with this letter, 
Clerk Bartlett read a portion of a communication from the Civil Service 
Board recommending usual seniority procedure be followed and drivers 
allowed to bid for run vacated by the resignation of a driver. City 
Manager Stevens, in response to inquiry by the Mayor, advised establish­
ed policy was to have a run "shake up" every quarter; that in this 
particular case, a new driver had been hired to fill the vacancy and 
took the run of the man he was replacing; that his recommendation, and 
that of the Bus Superintendent, was that run bids be had only once each 
quarter. Mr. Miller, Chairman of the Drivers Committee, stated that 
they had been assured on several occasions that if there was any speci­
fic change in schedules or something came up which would affect senior­
ity, a shake up would be called and drivers allowed to bid on the runs. 
Councilman Drale moved the Council concur in the recommendation of 
the Civil Service Board. Discussion continued. There being no· second, 
motion was declared lost. Councilman Drale moved the entire bus pro­
blem be referred to the next agenda meeting for study. Motion, sec­
onded by Councilman Karlow, carried. 

Recommendation from the Civil Service Board (1) that qualifications 
of Fire Chief be amended as to Education and Experience and (2) that a 
classification of "Assistant Plumbing Inspector" be adopted and exam­
ination approved. As to the latter recommendation, Mr. Stevens advis­
ing an Assistant Plumbing Inspector was now employed on a temporary 
basis. Councilman Spelman moved the Council concur in the recommenda­
tions. Discussion followed pro and con as to item No.1 with Council­
man Drale stating he did not think the recommendation was fair as it 
would disqualify some of those eligible. Motion, seconded by Council­
man Blount ,. carried by the following roll call vote: AYES: COUNCIL­
MEN: Blount, Karlow and Spelman. NAYS: COUNCILMEN: Drale and Hag­
gard. ABSENT: COUNCILMEN: None 

Letter from Torrance-Lomita Realty Board requesting proceedings 
be instituted to require all derrick owners to post liability insurance 
covering bodily injury and property damage. Request was occasioned by 
recent storm which blew down 11 derricks. Mayor Haggard stated this 
matter is being taken care of and ordered the letter filed as a matter 
of record. 

Letter from American Land Company re cesspool trouble in Tract 
No. 15933. Councilman Blount moved letter be filed as the County is 
to lay a sewer line in the area. Motion, seconded by Councilman 
Spelman, carried. 

Letter from General petroleum Corp. advising they had lowered the 
culverts paralleling 190th st. to relieve the dangerous traffic situa­
tion at 190th and Crenshaw during heavy rains, but it is their inten-



tion to allow the culverts to remain at the lower grade only so long 
as the traffic emergency exists. Councilman Blount moved letter be 
filed as a matter of record. Motion, seconded by Councilman Spelman, 
carried. 

Letter from Hollywood Riviera Homeowners Assln requesting a sur­
vey be made of their drainage problem. In response to inquiry by 
Councilman Drale, Mr. Stevens advised such a survey would tak.e several 
months and the cost would be between $1500 and $2000. Councilman 
Spelman advised he had suggested a meeting with Mr. Stevens and Mr. 
Hall to discuss the problem generally. He moved a letter be sent to 
the Homeowners Assln inviting them to attend such a meeting when sched­
uled. Motion, seconded by Councilman Blount, carried. 

Letter from California Highway Commission advising Resolutions 
Nos. 2126 and 2127 would be considered by the Commission at its 
February meeting.
