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to the fence. I believe this should be given very serious thought 
and. consideration because ~ome child is going to get seriously hurt 
there. We could prohibit cars from parking on the side of the street 
by the fence - make them park on the opposite Side, and paint a side­
walk along the pavement. It would give the kids something to walk 
on." Mayor Schwab requested this matter be placed on the next Agenda. 

Councilman Drale requested Mr. Hall to write a letter to 
O'Melveny and Myers to ascertain whether it would be legal for the 
City of Torrance to use the unused portion of the bond money, $500,000, 
for civic improvements. Mr. Hall said that in calling for that type 
of opinion he wanted the City Council to realize it would involve 
some expense to the City and inquired if he was so authorized. Mr. 
Hall said he would like to clarify his authority in this matter; 
he thought the City should get the opinion of a specialist in 
municipal affairs.
