MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING
OF THE TORRANCE CITY COUNCIL

The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in a Regular
Meeting in the Council Chamber, City Hall, Torrance, California, on
Tuesday, October 13, 1953, at 8:00 P.M., Mayor Schwadb presiding.

Those responding to roll call by City Clerk Bartlett were:
COUNCILMEN: Benstead, Blount, Drale, Spelman and Schwab. Also
present were City Manager Stevens and City Attorney Hall.

Councilman Benstead led the salute to our Flag.

Rev. Wenske of the Lutheran Church opened the meeting with an
invocation.

Councilman Benstead moved the minutes of the Regular Meeting
of September 22, 1953, and of the Adjourned Regular Meetings of
September 29, October 2, October 5 and October 6, 1953, be approved
as written. Motion, seconded by Councilman Drale, carried unanil-
mously.

Mayor Schwab announced this is the time and place for the open-
ing of bids for the sale of tax anticipation warrants in the amount
of $200,000.00 for the fiscal year 1953-1954. City Clerk Bartlett
opened and read the following bids:

Councilman Spelman moved these bids be referred to the City
Manager and the Clty Attorney for thelr recommendation. Motion,
seconded by Councilman Benstead, carried unanimously.

Mayor Schwab announced this 1s the time and place for the third
and final hearing of Planning Commission CASE NO. 274, petition of
H. H. Mattoon for a Change of Zone on Lots 1, 2, 4, and that portion
of Lot A which borders on Lots 1 and 4, in Tract No. 9901, situated
on the northeast corner of Crenshaw Boulevard and 203rd Street, from
an R-3 (Multiple-family Residential) to an M-2 (Heavy Manufacturing)
Zone.

Mayor Schwab called for oral protests. There belng none, Coun-
cllman Drale moved the hearing be closed. Motlon, seconded by Coun-
cllman Spelman, carried unanimously. by roll call vote.

Councilman Drale moved the Change of Zone be denled in Planning
Commission CASE NO. 274. Motion, seconded by Councilman Blount, car-
ried unanimously by roll call vote.

Councilman Benstead moved the claim be denied and referred
to the City Attorney and insurance carrier. Motion, seconded by
Councilman Drale, carried unanimously.

Petition from residents on Silerra Place requesting street
lights be installed on this street.

City Manager Stevens said the City's policy has slways been
to install street lights at intersections only and if they want more
the residents must install them.

Councilman Drale moved the closest intersection to Sierra Place
be surveyed and if there is not a street light that one be installed;
also that these people be advised of the Clty's pollcy regarding
additional lighting. Motion, seconded by Councilman Spelman, car-
ried unanimously by roll call vote.

Communication from the Builders Brieck Company proposing to
deed to the City ten acres of land, providing permission is granted
to excavate and remove clay from said land.

Councllman Benstead moved this communication be referred to
the Planning Commission for study and recommendation. Motion, sec-
onded by Councilman Drale, carried unanimously.

Councllman Blount sald this case was still in the hands of the
Planning Commission and advised anyone protesting this to appear
at the next Planning Commission meeting to be held October 21, 1953.

Councilman Blount moved this petition be referred to the Plan-
ning Commission. Motion, seconded by Councllman Drale, carried un-

enimously.

At 9:00 P.M. Mayor Schwab declared & recess. The meeting re-
convened at 9:10 P.M.

Communication from business men of Walterla regarding the
traffic situation on Highway 101 between the Lomita line and Sea-
slde Rancho and requesting thls issue be taken up with the State.

City Manager Stevens sald the State Highway Department is
just about in the advertising stages to channelize State Highway
101 from the Redondo line to Hawthorne Boulevard, which is the
last remaining speedway; eventually there will be main boulevards
crossing Highway 101.

After a general discussion regarding the traffic on Highway
101 and between Ocean and Madison Avenues, Councilman Drale moved
& communication be sent to the State Highway Department regarding
this trafflc problem and suggesting that signals be installed on
Calle Mayor and Crenshaw. Motion, seconded by Councilman Spelman,
carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Councillman Spelman suggested the State also be requested to
increase their patrolling in this area.

Councllman Drale moved the portlon of the communication refer-
ring to additlional police protection in Walteria be referred to
the next Agenda meeting. Motion, seconded by Councilman Blount,

carried.

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Letter from Assistant to City Engineer Patrick submitting a
layout of Tract Maps No. 19305 and 19306, submitted by the Don-Ja-
Ran Construction Company. The tracts are located northerly of Palos
Verdes city limits, westerly of Via Monte d'Oro, and easterly of
Palos Verdes Drive. Assistant to City Engineer Patrick also sub-
mitted copy of a letter from the Hollywood Riviera Home Owners'
Association, which stated they unanimously approved this layout at
thelr meeting held on October 5, 1953, subject to the approval of
the Torrance Planning Commission and the City Council.

City Attorney Hall requested the Council to take action on
this by Resolution. City Clerk Bartlett said he would read the
resolution later with the other resolutions.

Request of Harold Hensgen & Associated that they not be re-
quired to do any additional paving on Sepulveda Boulevard beyond
thelr Tract No. 19150 line, since by installing sidewalks, gutters
and paving to thelr tract line they feel they are fulfilling the
subdivision requirements.

Councilman Blount moved the request be granted. Motion, sec-
onded by Councilman Spelman, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Request of the Planning Commission for Secretary Earle Lloyd
to attend the League of California Citlies Conference to be held
in San Francisco, October 18-21, with appropriate expenses pald.

Councilman Spelman moved that Planning Commission Secretary
Earle Lloyd be authorized to attend the convention, with approp-
riste expenses paid. Motion, seconded by Councllman Drale, car-
ried unanimously by roll call vote.

City Clerk Bartlett said he had Exhibit "C" on Planning Com-
mission CASE NO. 265, rezoning of Yukon Avenue, to R-3 (Multiple-
family Residential).

Mayor Schweb lnquired 1f this was the same exhibit that was
studied at the joint meeting of the Council and Planning Commis-
sion regarding this case. City Manager Stevens said it was the
same one, and the Council could examine it now 1if they so desired.

Councilman Blount said it was his understanding the Planning
Commission recommended approval of CASE NO. 265 in this form, and
moved to concur wlth the recommendation of the Planning Commission.
Motion, seconded by Councilman Spelman, carried unanimously by roll
call vote.

Mr. Welde, 17520 Yukon Avenue; Mr. John Simpson, 17504 Yukon
Avenue; Mr. Phil Morse, 17508 Yukon Avenue; Mr. Beek, 3437 West 135th
Street and Mrs. Delores Davis, 17521 Yukon Avenue, biltterly pro-
tested this Change of Zone, steting that at all the meetings held
by the Planning Commission they had the majorlity and they were
definitely agelnst i1t. They stated 1t was not a falr representation,
as the entire area 1s against this rezoning. It 1s a single-family
community and they want it kept that way and requested the Council
to consider the representation in this case.

Mr. F J. Major, 17615 Yukon Avenue, sald the size and shape
of the lots are such that it would be an undue hardship on the
owners of this property 1f they were not allowed to put rental dwell-
ings on these lots. Mr. Ed Riley, 17618 Yukon Avenue, said the
area on the east slide is residentlal, the area on the other side is
acreage and cannot be used for residential units.

Mayor Schwab asked Mr. Beverly Smith, president of the Planning
Commission if he had any remarks to make on this case. Mr. Smith
sald as far as the Planning Commlission was concerned they eliminated
174th Street; they took out the Edison Company property, and took
out the east side of Yukon up to 174th Street. The lots are 365
or 366 feet deep there on the west side and there is practically
nothing the people could do with them. He said in his estimation
this is an 1deal location for multiple dwellings. He sald the Plan-
ning Commission voted for this and will stick to thelr guns on 1t.
He said there were two public hearings held before the Planning Com-
mission on this case and everyone was heard at those hearings.

Councilman Blount said he did not attend the meeting with the
Planning Commission but he was told that everything had been worked
out. "I can't help but feel in my conscience that these people may
have had their say, but they appear to be in the majority. I think
zonings are made for the protection of the R-1 owner and I think
that is the only reason they are made. I would like to withdraw my
vote on the last motion and change it to 'No'".



Mayor Schwab said as long as there 1s such an overwhelming
feeling against this zoning, he suggested they present a petition
to the Planning Commisslon. He sald the Planning Commission and
the City Council were trying to be fair.

The pro-
posed plan is that Dominguez would supply the subdivision for ten
years, at which time all the water distribution system and services
would revert to the City of Torrance free of cost and with no charge
for good will or loss of revenue.

A lengthy discussion followed involving the area to be serviced
and the time element for the Agreement. City Attorney Hall said he
would prepare an Agreement for the Council's action.

City Manager Stevens recommended the Council adjourn until 5:00
P.M., Friday, October 16, 1953, to award the contract for the tax
warrants.

Mr. E. J. Robinson, President, Pacific Hills Home Owners'
Association, asked the Council what they intended to do about the
open pits at the Torrance Sand and Gravel Company. He said their
assoclation wanted this fenced or guards placed there to protect
the children.

Councilman Benstead moved that if the Torrance Sand and Gravel
Company 1s in violation of Ordinance No. 593 that the City Attorney
be authorized to take action. Motion, seconded by Councilman Blount,
carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Councilman Spelman moved all bills properly audited be paid.
Motion, seconded by Councilmen Benstead, carried unanimously by
roll call vote.
