MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING
OF THE TORRANCE CITY COUNCIL

The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in a regu-
lar meeting at 8:00 P. M, Tuesday, July 14, 19%9, in the Council
Chamber, City Hall, Torrance, California.

Those responding to roll call by City Clerk Bartlett were:
COUNCIIMEN: Beasley, Blount, Bradford, Drale, Jahn and Isen.
ABSENT: COUNCILMEN: Benstead. City Manager Stevens and City
Attorney Remelmeyer were also present,

At the request of Mayor Isen, Mr., Robinson led the salute
to our Flag.

The meeting was opened with an invocation by the Reverend
H., Milton Sipple of the Torrance First Christian Church,

Councilman Jahn moved to approve the Minutes of the meet-
ing held July 7, 19%9, as written.

Motion seconded by Councilman Beasley, no objections, so
ordered,

Mayor Isen described the Council's procedures to the audience.

HEARINGS:

1. CASE NO, 577, VARIANCE., Resubmitted for second time,
Transmittal form from Planning Commission recommending
approval of request of R, A, Watt Construction Company
for a Variance to construct a traller park on a portion
of Lot 10, McDonald Tract, situated at Hawthorne Avenue,
between 186th and 190th Streets in Zone C-3. A location
sketch was submitted, along with an excerpt from Planning
Commission Minutes of June 17, 1959, letter of protest

from F, W. Bahl, and request from R. A. Watt to continue
hearing.

Mayor Isen asked if anyone wished to be heard in this matter.
There was no reply.

Councilman Drale moved to close the Hearing.

Councilman Jahn asked Planning Director Powell if Mr. Bahl
has been notified of the time and place of this Hearing.

Director Powell advised that Mr. Bahl had been notified by
letter from the Clerk's Office and also by letter from the Plan-
ning Department, and that he had personally telephoned Mr, Bahl
and advised him of the hearing.

Motion seconded by Councilman Beasley, no objections, so
ordered.

lMayor Isen asked Mr. Watt if he wished the Council to con-
clude the matter at this time.

Mr, Watt replied that he did.

Councilman Jahn moved to concur with the recommendations of
the Planning Commission.

Motion seconded by Councilman Beasley and carried unanimous-
ly by roll call vote of those present (Benstead absent).
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2. CASE NO, 575: Third and Final Hearing, petition of Getty
0il Company for a change of Zone from M-2 to R-1, R-3 and
C-2 on a portion of Tract 2200, situated southerly of
Sepulveda Boulevard and westerly of Crenshaw Blvd.,, for
residential and commercial development. A location sketch
was submitted together with excerpt from Planning Com-
mission Minutes of June 17, 1959,

Mayor Isen advised the Council that there is another matter
on the agenda which is a tentative tract map approved by the Plan-
ning Commission on this same area which is before the Council for
a change of zone. He questioned the propriety of this. He said
that if a change of zone is granted it requires an ordinance and
thirty days thereafter before it becomes final. Mayor Isen ad-
vised that some time ago the Council made it a policy not to con-
sider tentative tract maps until the proper zoning change had
been made, He said he recalled this point being made in a case
where residences were to be placed in an agriculture zone, and
said the same thing is before the Council now,

Councilman Drale suggested that the Council act on the change
of zone and let the City Attorney decide on whether the approval
of the tentative tract map is in order, and postpone the hearing
on the tentastive tract map.

Mayor Isen replied that the only trouble with postponing the
hearing was that the tentative tract map automatically becomes
final in ten days and it is automatically approved.

Attorney Remelmeyer agreed with Mayor Isen, saying that the
Council has ten days to act on the tentative tract map.

Planning Director Powell said the policy adopted by Council
started with agricultural land being proposed for a subdivision
on which a subdivision was submitted to the Councill and approved,
He said at that particular time it became the policy that before
a subdivision was brought before Council that a change of zone
be instituted by the Planning Commission and submitted to the
Council, He said the Council did not have to act on the subdivi-
sion, but it was submitted so that the Council knew that the
change of zone had processed through Planning. He added that on
all subdivisions sent to Council the change of zone has occurred
prior to the time the plans are sent to Council,

Mayor Isen saild that that has not happened in this case, that
both a change of zone and a tentative tract map have been submitted
at the same time, and that 1s the trouble,

Councilman Jahn moved that if the applicants will consent,
that the tentative tract map be delayed for thirty days and let
the zoning ordinance take effect.

Mayor Isen said that this would not be enough time, that it
will take more than thirty days before the ordinance becomes
effective,

Motion lost for lack of a second.

Mr. Don Willson of 2545 Gladys Terrace, Rolling Hills, said
that on behalf of Mr, Watt and himself, they would have no ob-
jections to having the subdivision matter held over as suggest-
ed by Mr. Jahn.

City Clerk Bartlett presented Affidavit of Publication on
Case No, 575,

Councilman Beasley moved that thls be received and filed.

Motion seconded by Councilman Drale, no objections, so
ordered.
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Mayor Isen announced that this was the Third and Final Hear-
ing on Case No. 575, and asked if anyone wished to be heard,

Mrs. Lyle Siebert of 3957 West 187th Street said that her
husband is an employee of AirResearch Corporation and within the
next two years AirResearch is going to build a very large plant
in Torrance and many employees will be transferred to this plant,
She said the employees of AirResearch are wondering where they
will find places to live and for that reason she thought that
more residential areas should be developed in the City.

Councilman Jahn moved to close the Hearing.

Motion seconded by Councilman Beasley, no objections, so
ordered.

Planning Director presented map of proposed zoning change
marked Exhibit A.

Mayor Isen asked Director Powell about the portions on the
map marked "not a part of",

Planning Director Powell advised that these portions are
excluded from the subdivision because they are being held out
by Getty 0il Company for drilling., He said it is not a part
of the subdivision,

Councilman Blount said he appreciated having a map, but he
did not appreciate having a tract map passed by Planning put on
the agenda and putting the Council in a position of being taken
to Court and made to accept it,

Mr, Wilson sald there was no thought on the part of Mr,

Watt or himself to cram a map down Council at this time. He
said that he and Mr, Watt have agreed that the tentative tract
map, listed as Item J-3 on the agenda, may be removed and with-
drawn in its entirety.

Councilman Jahn moved to accept Mr.Wilson's stipulation that
the tentative tract map, listed as Item J-3 on the agenda, be re=-
moved in its entirety.

Motion seconded by Councllman Beasley, no objections, so

ordered,

Councilman Beasley asked if this meant thax the tentative
tract map would be sent back to Planning.

Mayor Isen said no, that it is being withdrawn from the
agenda,

Mayor Isen moved that the tentative tract map not be restor-
ed to the agenda untll the Council has voted on petitioner's ap-
plication and approved its return to the agenda,

Planning Director Powell said the tentative tract map could
come back at any time the Council desired,

Motion lost for lack of a second,

Planning Commission President, Bert Lynn, explained certain
aspects of the Exhibit A to the Council.

Councilman Jahn sald he thought that the portions marked "A"
and "E" on Exhibit A should be zoned C-2 because the property on
Sepulveda is too valuable to the City to have apartments there,

Councilman Jahn moved that the portion of Exhibit A designat-
ed as "A" and "E" be deéfached from this zoning consideration and
sent back to the Planning Commission for further hearing. He
asked if Messrs., Wilson and Watt would consent to this.

Mr, Watt replied that they would consent to it being sent
back to the Planning Commission.

Motion seconded by Councilman Beasley.

Councilman Beasley asked if this is sent back to Planning
if they have to re-advertise the change of zone for this portion,

Attorney Remelmeyer sald the City would be in a safer posi-
tion if the Council sent it back and advertised that particular
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zone because there would be no question ahout the public getting
proper notice.

Councilman Jahn said that in detaching portions "A" and "E"
from the rest of the subdivision he assumed that if the rest of
the zone change was approved that the builders would not antici-
pate building on this particular portion in the beginning in any
event,

Motion carried unanimously by rell call vote of those pre-
sent (Benstead absent).

Mr, Sam Levy, a Torrance businessman, spoke to the Council
supporting the change of zone. He pointed out that the City of
Torrance consists of nineteen square miles and has approximately
50% industry, 25% or 30% commercial, and 15% residential, He
said he recalled the time when Columbia Steel and National Sup-
ply made a survey to find out why people could not live in the
City of Torrance, and the result of the survey was that they
could not live here because there were no homes, He said the
same condition exists now.

Mayor Isen read an excerpt from a newspaper article quot-
ing Mr. Waldrip, Assistant Superintendent of Schools, as saying
that 1f this residential development goes in, the School System
will have to build at least one more school which would mean
an increase in taxes,

Mr., Levy replied that with the Del Amo development having
a hundred and ninety three million dollar assessed valuation,
and with the buildings that are coming into Torrance, if we
can't support another couple of schools they had better raise
the taxes,

Councilman Beasley pointed out that Mr. Waldrip did not
mention that the new homes would represent more purchasing
power and sales tax revenue for the City,

Councilman Blount said he would like to suggest to the
Council that the portion bordering on the south and on the
west on the proposed change of zone, 2490 feet south and 1322
feet on the west, have some type of buffer zone, He sald that
these areas are zoned R-1 and 1t has been the policy of the
Council in all these zoning matters that a buffer zone be es-
tablished. He said he would vote right now on this particular
proposal if there was some way the subdivider could assure him
that there would be a buffer zone between the M-l and residential,
He added that it was his wish to protect the owners of homes there,

Mr., Wilson said that at the Planning Commission hearing held
on this matter, he and Mr, Watt discussed this and agreed they would
deed to the City twenty feet running the length of the 2490 feet.
on the south side of the property. He added that this might not
be as big as the City would like it, but nevertheless there was
twenty feet that the City does control there. He said they would
put in a block wall there on the north side. He advised the Coun-
cil that the lots in the subdivision have excessive depth, so that
with the twenty feet they will give the City, it will put the
houses some distance from any potential plant,

Councilman Blount asked Mr, Wilson about plans for the west
side of the property.

Mr. Wilson said there is a schoel site there on one portion
and that they have no plans proposed at this time except for a
six foot fence along the west. -

Councilman Blount reminded the Council of the time spent
when an M-1 zone came before the Council and it was requested
that a 300' buffer be established,

Councilman Blount asked Mr. Wilson about the four acres on
the map designated as Section "F",

Mr. Wilson advised they do not control that section, that
the Getty 0il Company have that portion for future water flooding
program,

Councilman Beasley asked Director of Public Works Peebles if
the City could designate an 80' street on the south and west side
of the tract, or if they could put a hold on that as a street.

Mr, Peebles sald it would have to be done by condemnation,
that if the owners did not want to give the property to the City,
the property would have to be condemned,

At 9:00 P, M. Mayor Isen declared a recess, with the Council
reconvening at 9:15 P. M,

Councilman Blount said that on Case 575 the Council has a map
showing a proposed change of zone which they have studied, dis-
cussed and marked. He said the petitioners have agreed they will
not protest the changing of the westerly portion identified on
the map as figures 1322, and also identified as R-l, and on that
portion of R-1 the Petitioners have agreed to change it to R-3,
He said that on the portion of Exhibit A identified at the south-
erly part where it is marked 2490, and also identified as R-1,
that the Petitioners have agreed to change that to R-3., He added
that the portion of the Exhibit designated as "F" and also marked
4,0 acres "not a part of", has been fully discussed.

Councilman Blount moved that Case No., 575 be approved with
the changes he had just outlined, and that the 4.0 acres desig-
nated as "F" on the Exhibit, be excluded from the zone change,
which will in effect mean that it will remain M-2.

Mayor Isen asked what assurance there would be of a buffer
zone.

.Councilman Blount poilnted out that Getty. 0Oil Company is
going to use the Crenshaw frontage for a repressurization base,
and he said he saw no percentage in attempting to sell oil well
lots on Crenshaw, He advised that the Petitioners are purchas-
ing this land from Getty and have agreements with Getty, and
that it 1s not advisable to use this property for an industrial
section as there is a drainage problem there and it is being
used for oil production, ’

Motion seconded by Councilman Jahn and carried by the follow-
ing roll call vote, ‘

AYES: COUNCILMEN: Beasley, Blount, Bradford, Drale, Jahn,

NOES: COUNCILMEN: Isen :

ABSENT :COUNCILMEN: Benstead

Mayor Isen said that the reason for his "no" vote was that
the City should take warning here and realize that industrial
property is being swallowed up quickly, and that the hope of
tax rellef in the City comes from more industry being establish-
ed here, He said it was his desire to point out by his "no"
vote that if the owners of other industrial property in the
City do not get off the dime, the Council will have the same
problems before it and the same pressures, and probably the
same results, Meantime the subdividers are coming in, develop-
ing the land, selling private homes and the people of Torrance
pay for the schools.

City Clerk Bartlett presented Petition containing 69
signatures approving the rezoning of the southwest corner of
Sepulveda and Crenshaw from M-2 to R-l.

Councilman Jahn moved this be filed,
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Motion seconded by Councilman Blount, no objections, so
ordered,

At 9:35 P, M. Mayor Isen declared a recess, with the Council
reconvening at 9:40 P, M.

3. MUNICIPAL STREET LIGHTING DISTRICT NO., 2 - 1919 ACT.

City Clerk Bartlett presented Affidavit of Publication of
Notice of Improvement and of Posting Notices of Improvement.

Councilman Jahn moved these be accepted and filed,

Motion seconded by Councilman Beasley and carried by the
following roll call vote:

AYES: COUNCIIMEN: Beasley, Blount, Bradford, Jahn, Isen.
NOES: COUNCIIMEN: Drale '
ABSENT: COUNCIIMEN: Benstead ’

Mayor Isen announced that this was the time and place fixed
for the hearing of all written protests or objections in rela-
tion to the proposed improvement for the installation, mainten-
ance, and furnishing of electric current in the Torrance Munici-
pal Light District No. 2.

City Clerk Bartlett read a protest from Bill Hylton of
19205 Ronald Avenue, The City Clerk presented the following
petitions of protest: (a) Petition protesting installation of
street lights in the Victorias Knolls tract on Ridgeland Road,
Matfield Drive and Calmhill Avenue signed by fourteen persons;
(b) Petition protesting installation of street lights on High-
cliff Drive, between numbers 2502 and 2617, Victoria Knolls,
signed by twelve persons; (c¢) Petition protesting installation
of street lights between 165th and 166th on Kristin Avenue,
signed by eight persons.

Councilman Jahn moved that the written protest and three
petitions of protest be received and filed,

Motion seconded by Councilman Bradford, no objections, so
ordered,

Mayor Isen asked if anyone in the audience wished to be
heard,

Mr, Lloyd Cox of 2657 Grand Summit Road said he was opposed
to the street lights because it is going to cost too much and
it will also ruin the view at night. ’

Mr, Homer Wilson of 2605 Highcliff Drive said he had signed
a petition asking for street lights, but after due consideration
he and the other people in the area have changed their minds and
do not want street lights now. He said many people have view
lots and feel the street lights will ruin the view,

Mr. William Harmon of 2662 Grand Summit Road said there is
very little night traffic in the area and no vandalism and sees
no need to have lights there,

Councilman Beasley said that Mr. Harmon did not live in the
area which is protesting the lights. He said the City will put
lights on corners, and took exception to the statement that there
is no vandalism in that area because he had talked with the Police
Department very recently and up until January of this year they
had quite a rash of vandalism in that area,

Mr. Homer Wilson said that the majority of the people in
this area have reconsidered, and they now do not want street
lights and the Council should consider this.
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Mr. Lawrence M. Thompson, lighting engineer under contract
to the City of Torrance, said he had reviewed these protests
and had driven over these areas after 9:30 P.M. to see what they
would be like at night. He said a resident at 2503 Highcliff
Drive had protested the installation of street lights, saying
she had a view window facing the street and a lamp post would
spoil her view, He sald he has inspected this property, that
it is for sale, and that the view window looks out on a street
with no other view, That the light standard would not be placed
directly in front of this window in any event. He said he could
not see where lights would be objectionable in that area.

Mayor Isen asked Mr. Thompson how many people in the area
have signed the petition requesting street lights,

Mr, Thompson replied that about 70% of the people in the
area have signed a petition requesting lights, and that there
are about twenty protests on file. He said the lights would
cost the property owners $35,00 for two years, or $17.50 a
year, Mr, Thompson said he has specialized in the field of
lighting for over thirty-five years, and it is the opinion of
lighting engineers that corner lights are worse than no lights
at all, He saild that when a driver goes from light to dark to
light again, i1t is harder on driving vision than if he drove
in total darkness, Mr. Thompson recommended to the Council that
all protests be denied.

Councilman Beasley said that Item H-2 on the agenda under
"firitten Communications" is out of order. He advised that Item
H-2 is a letter approving the street lighting in the Victoria
Knolls tract signed by Mrs., Theresa S, Bates and Mrs, Barbara V.
Lotrick,. and this letter should be put with the supporting papers
in this matter.

Mrs. Elaine Foster of 2%17 Highcliff Drive said the first
petition went around to 46 houses and the second time the peti-
tion went around 26 were opposed, and that is a majority of the
homes opposed.

Mrs. Theresa Bates of 2525 Highcliff Drive said she would
question the legality of persons having their signature on two
petitions, one for, and one against street lights.

City Attorney Remelmeyer said it is not a problem because
there isn't anything like a majority protest, so it doesn't
make any difference, :

Mrs, Bates said she feels very strongly about street lights
and feels the area definitely nedds them. She said the initial
cost of the lights is so small compared with the safety of the
children in the area and felt it was ridiculous to oppose some-
thing that would benefit the entire area.

Councilman Beasley moved that the hearing be closed,

Mr. Harold E. Harwood of 2502 Highcliff Drive said there
was reference to two petitions, one with 70% approval, and
sald he would like to have the number of signatures on the
second petition which was signed after the people had recon-
sidered the matter.

Mayor Isen advised him that there are about 36 signatures
on the second petition, He asked Mr, Thompson if it would be
possible to isolate these areas from the lighting district.

Mr, Thompson advised that it would be impossible to do
this as the districts are zoned and a certain amount of
money is allocated to each district.

Councilman Jahn seconded the motion,

He agreed that parks should be developed, but
because of unsuccessful bond issues and the fact that there is
no money to develop parks, the Commission wanted to develop the
land in some manner so that it could be of use to the people in
the City. He said in checking around it was found that private
capital would come in and develop a Par 18 golf course at no
expense to the tax payers. He said this is being done success-
fully in other citles. Mr. Dougan said that as the land stands
now, it might not be developed for another ten years unless the
people vote a recreation bond, that the golf course would be
open to the public and nominal rates charged. He said the Park
. and Recreation Commission is not asking for an OK to build a
golf course, but are just investigating what they could get from
private individuals who would develop the land.

Mayor Isen said that i1f the people who lived in that area
were against having a golf course there, that he did not think
the Council should go against their wishes,

Councilman Blount moved to advise the Park and Recreation
Commission that the City Council does not desire to put a golf
course on the Entradero sump at this time

Motion seconded by Councilman Beasley and carried unanimous-
ly by roll call vote of those present (Benstead absent).

Councilman Beasley sald he had two reasons for seconding the
motion: L1, The fact that the golf course would be night-lighted
would create a nulsance to nearby residents;and 2. There 1is
limited access and a question of entrance in and out of the sump
area and this would create a traffic problem,
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Mrs.

Eva Bisou of 19414 Halison Place sald, that speaking as

President of the Home Owners' Association in that area, that the
petition of protest containing 61 signatures speaks for everyone
in the area because they still have hopes of having a park on the

sump,

COMMUNICATIONS FROM TRAFFIC COMMISSION:

With a July 3, 1959 letter, Chief of Police Percy Bennett

submitted the following recommendations from the Traffic Commission
for the Council's consideration and approval:

Traffic Commission recommends and requests ordinance for
Posting of "NO PARKING AT ANY TIME" on the West side of
Hawthorne Blvd, South of Pacific Coast Highway to 242nd
Street, This is a traffic hazard at the present time due
to the narrow lanes of traffic,

Traffic Commission recommends and requests ordinance for
posting of "NO PARKING AT ANY TIME" on the East side of
Hawthorne Blvd., where 190th Street westbound comes into
Hawthorne Blvd. for northbound traffic., This is a narrow
traffic lane and if a vehicle is parked between the KNX
radio station driveway and 190th Street, it creates a
traffic hazard for vehicles westbound.

Traffic Commission recommends and requests ordinance for
posting of "NO PARKING AT ANY TIME" on the North side of
Del Amo Blvd. just West of Madrona Ave., in front of
Inglewood Dairy. This street is very narrow and if
vehicles are allowed to park here they protrude into

the traffic lane,

Traffic Commission recommends and requests ordinance for
posting of "YIELD RIGHT OF WAY" sign at Marcelina Avenue
and Arlington Avenue for vehicles traveling Southwest on
Marcelina Ave. at Arlington Ave. As it is now, it is
hard to determine who has the right-of-way, and a stop
sign would be too restrictive.

He said Mr. Scharfman told him he thought he had read in
the paper where the Government had signed that Bill, however, he
sald he would check into that as it was his understanding the
Bill was held over. He said that he thought between the time the
tax rates are set in August, the City will have a pretty good
picture up to that date and a better percentage, and they should
probably be able to hold the tax rates that they had figured on.

4, Councilman Jahn said that he and Councilman Drale wanted to
get together with the Alrport Commission next week and that he
will call the Commission and set a date.

5. Mayor Isen said that at the last Council meeting he had sub-
mitted the nomination of George Kurtz to the Alrport Commission.
lr. Kurtz has since advised him that he will be unable to accept
the appointment and asked that his name be withdrawn.

Mayor Isen said he wished to nominate Mr. Joe Doss to the
Airport Commission and would poll the Council at its next meet-
ing.

6. Councilman Drale moved that all bills properly audited be paid.
lMotlon seconded by Councilman Beasley, and carried unanimously
by roll call vote of those present (Benstead absent).

The meeting adjourned at 11:00 P. M.
