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Mr. Bell also spoke of the above pipe line being in the way 
of building operations of the American Legion and mentioned the 
fact that no sewer main nearer than Post Ave. was available for 
their sewer connection; that they were doing their plumbing and 
sewer work at the present time and would like to have the main ex­
tended. 

The Street committee was to bring in recommendations after 
investigation of the sewer question. 

The accident to the inspection auto, as reported by Mr. Hob­
son, was referred to the City Attorney. 

The Clerk was ordered to see that collision insurance was 
carried on the two Chevrolet cars. 

Mr. Jessup mentioned that be had been in touch with the re­
sident engineer of the district sewer regarding laterals for Tor­
rance; that they were running profile lines and seemed anxious to 
get the laterals built as soon as possible. 

President Deininger apPointed Trustee Brooks to succeed him­
self as a member of the City Planning Commission and asked the 
Board to approve the apPointment. 

The appointment was duly approved by motion which was second­
ed and carried.
