
MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING 
OF THE ~OARD OF TRUSTEES 
OF THE CITY OF TORRANCE. 

TorranQe, California. 
)(ay 3rd, 1927. 

A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees of the City of Torranoe 
was held in the Council Chambers in Torrance, California, May 3, 1927, 
and was oalledto order at 7:45 p.m. by President Dennis. The follow­
ins Trustees were present: Brooks, Inman, Wolfe, and Dennis. Absent: 
Foley. . 

The minu~.s of the regular meeting of April 19, 1927, were read 
and approved as read. 

A letter from the P. E. Ry. Co. stating that they WOuld build a 
lead traok at onoe for industries Wishing to looat~ betwee~ Plaza Del 
Amo and Carson, waB ordered filed. 

The Clerk read a letter from Geo. Adams Boalfe, engineer for 
Graham Bros. Ino. of Long Beaoh, dated May 3, 1927, regarding "Coarse 
Aggregate Speoifioations". 

Tru,stee Brooks moved that parag~aphs 2,3,4, and 5 be referred to 
the City Attorney and paragraphs 1 and 6 be referred to the City 
Engineer for report. Trustee Wolfe seconded the motion whioh was duly 
carrUd. 

A deed for a 50 foot strip of land for street purposes through 
Lot 10, Traot 6223 was tendered by the Dominguez Land 00. who stated in 
an attached lett.r that the owner of Lot 10 was deSirous of improving 
the street at his own expense and that the D.L. Co. VlSS ready to give 
a similur deed through Lots 11. 12 and l~ori request of owners. 

Another letter, in this oonnection,Jsigned by Geo. W. Dilling. 
offered to file a bond for the a.bOve improvement as soon a.s the engineer 
oould give an estimate of the oost. 

Attorney Briney read:

The City Engineer submitted a written report on the bids received 
for the improvement of Ma~rid Ave, recommending th~t the c mtract be 
awarded to the lowest bidder -- J. J. )(cNerney. 

A recess of 10 minutes duration was dec !fired. 

Attorney Briney reported in re Coarse Aggreg~te Speoifioations that 
he saw no rE)ason for holding up the awarding of the oontract on Madrid 
and recommeride4 that the Board go ahead with such award; that he und the 
Engineer be given until the next meeting to report; that he and the . 
Engineer both thought that Specific&tions No. 19 should be amended; that, --­
as all these parties had bid on oertain specifications, he aould see no 
reason for not awarding the c ,mtract.
