June 14, n27, and was oalled to' order at 7:16p.m. by President . 
Dennis. Tbefollowing Trustees were pre..eent: Brooke, Inman, Raymond, 
Wolfe and1)enn18. Absent: None. 

Reading of the mi~utes of last meeting was postponed. 

The Pruident stated that the meeting was for the purpose of 
disoussing several matters initiated at the last meeting. 

The Building Inspeotor explained the slt~tion at 222nd and 
Andreoregarding the set baok on a Si.de street Lot 26 Blook 39 
stating that signatures oould not be gotten on dOO''Wlt of domestio 
trou_les, but recommended that the request be allowed as sought. 

Trustee Brooks asked as to the Habi1i ty of the Oi ty in such 
a C8se.

The Western Avenue to Eshelman Street projeot was attacked from 
different ItJlgles, looal boosters begin favor of oonneoting with E8-
helun while· Mr. Smith of Lomita sponsored a plan to oonneot with 
Narbonne angling to the right after passing the oornerof Cabrillo and 
Plaza Del ArnO, claiming condemnation prooeadings would not be so 
ElxpertEiive and that such a route would not disrupt their business dis­
trict. 

President Dennis suggested the appointing of a cOmmittee .of five 
. who had time < to give to the oonsideration of the projeot to work out a 

definite plan to submit and a plan that was representative of Torrance 
in general. 
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Trustee Inman moved that President Dennis be empowered to 
appoint a oommittee of which the President would be ohairman. 
Trustee :iayrnonds6conded the motion which was duly carried.

Munioipal ownership of the water system was next in order. Mr. 
Leonard gave a verbal report of what the City needed and the amount of 
water that might be developed and reminded'the Trustees that it Was 
necessary to .look ahead as Torrance was expeuted to grow rapidly. 
That proviSion must be made for a weter supply for the city in case 
of acoident to the 33 inoh main. 

'l!rUl;Jt~e Brooks moved that the City Engineer be authorized to 
continue his investigations into every detail of the water question 
with due diligenoe and that his reports be written so as to be avail­
able for future reference. 

Trustee Wolfe seoonded the motion which was duly carried. 

At 9:25 p.m., Trustee Brooks moved to adjourn. Trustee Wolfe 
seoonded the motion whioh was duly carried.
