1. DO NOT SCALE THE DRAWINGS.

2. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY ALL EXISTING CONDITIONS, DIMENSIONS AND
ELEVATIONS BEFORE PROCEEDING WITH THE WORK.

3. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL WORK SHOWN ON THESE
DRAWINGS AND SPECIFICATIONS UNLESS SPECIFICALLY NOTED OTHERWISE.

4. ALL WORK, CONSTRUCTION AND MATERIALS SHALL COMPLY WITH ALL
PROVISIONS OF THE BUILDING CODE AND WITH OTHER RULES, REGULATIONS AND
ORDINANCES GOVERNING THE PLACE OF BUILDING. BUILDING CODE
REQUIREMENTS TAKE PRECEDENCE OVER THE DRAWINGS, AND IT SHALL BE THE
RESPONSIBILITY OF ANYONE SUPPLYING LABOR, MATERIALS, OR BOTH, TO BRING

NOT GUARANTEE CONTRACTOR'S PERFORMANCE AND SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED
AS SUPERVISION OF CONSTRUCTION.

6. DISCREPANCIES IN THE DRAWINGS OR BETWEEN THE DRAWINGS AND ACTUAL
FIELD CONDITIONS SHALL BE REPORTED TO THE ARCHITECT. CORRECTED
DRAWINGS OR INSTRUCTIONS SHALL BE ISSUED BY THE ARCHITECT PRIOR TO THE
INSTALLATION OF ANY WORK.

7. ALL DIMENSIONS ARE TO FACE OF FINISH, UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED.

8. CONTRACTOR TO CHECK AND VERIFY SIZE AND LOCATION OF DUCTS,
PLUMBING RUNS AND MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT WITH MECHANICAL AND PLUMBING
CONTRACTORS BEFORE CONSTRUCTING WALLS, FLOORING, CEIINGS, CABINETS,
EQUIPMENT BASES, ETC.

9. REFERENCE TO ANY DETAIL OR DRAWING IS FOR CONVENIENCE ONLY AND
DOES NOT LIMIT THE APPLICATION OF SUCH DETAILS OR DRAWINGS.

10. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL OBTAIN AND MAINTAIN AT HIS EXPENSE, ALL

FREE FROM FAULTS OR DEFECTS.

16. AT THE TERMINATION OF THE WORK, SUBMIT TO BUILDING OWNER,
MAINTENANCE MANUALS PRESENTING FULL DETAILS FOR CARE AND MAINTENANCE
OF ALL SURFACE AND EQUIPMENT OF EVERY NATURE. CONTENTS SHALL INCLUDE
MANUFACTURER'S AND INSTALLER'S NAMES, ADDRESSES, PHONE NUMBERS, AND
INSTRUCTIONS FOR INSTALLATION, START-UP, OPERATION, MAINTENANCE, PARTS
LIST AND DATA SHEET.

17. THIS PROJECT SHALL COMPLY WITH THE LATEST APPROVED EDITION OF THE
CBC, CEC, T-24-6 ENERGY CONSERVATION REG., CMC, CPC, ALL LOCAL
AMENDMENTS, AND THE AMERICANS WITH DISABILITY ACT (A.D.A.).

18. PROVIDE FACILITIES FOR THE PHYSICALLY HANDICAPPED IN ACCORDANCE
WITH C.A.C. TITLE 24 AND AS REQUIRED BY THE UNIFORM BUILDING CODE 1997
EDITION.

19. APROTECTIVE FENCE SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED AND MAINTAINED

WALLS.
