SCAG Sta mments:

The DEIR incorporates the final 2008 Regional Transportation Plan growth forecasts (adopted
May 2008).

The 2008 Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) also has goals and policies that are pertinent to this
proposed project. This RTP links the goal of sustaining mobility with the goals of fostering economic
development, enhancing the environment, reducing energy consumption, promoting transportation-friendly
development patterns, and encouraging fair and equitable access to residents affected by socio-economic,
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four miles to the north) and Interstate 110 (approximately 2.5 miles to the east). Local access would be
provided via Lomita Boulevard. In addition, the proposed project is in close proximity to other land
uses, further enhancing accessibility.

With regard to RTP G4, SCAG staff cannot determine consistency. Productivity is a system efficiency
measure that reflects the degree to which the transportation system performs during peak demand
conditions. Per page 3.2-54, the project will have a significant impact on 22 study intersections.

SCAG staff cannot determine consistency with RTP G5. Table 3.3-8 (Daily Operational Emissions)
illustrates that the project would exceed SCAQMD regional emissions thresholds for CO and NO,. The
majority of the emissions would originate from mobile sources.

The proposed project meets consistency with RTP G6. The proposed project offers regional access
via Interstate 405 and Interstate 110 and local access via Lomita Boulevard.

GROWTH VISIONING

The fundamental goal of the Compass Growth Visioning effort is to make the SCAG region a better
place to live, work and play for all residents regardless of race, ethnicity or income class. Thus, decisions
regarding growth, transportation, land use, and economic development should be made to promote and
sustain for future generations the region’s mobility, livability and prosperity. The following “Regional
Growth Principles” are proposed to provide a framework for local and regional decision making that
improves the quality of life for all SCAG residents. Each principle is followed by a specific set of strategies
intended to achieve this goal.

Principle 1: Improve mobility for all residents.
GV P11 Encourage transportation investments and land use decisions that are mutually supportive.
GVP1.2  Locate new housing near existing jobs and new jobs near existing housing.
GV P1.3  Encourage transit-oriented development.
GV P1.4  Promote a variety of travel choices

SCAG Staff Comments:

Where SCAG staff is able to assess consistency, the proposed project meets consistency with
Principle 1.

The proposed project meets consistency with GV P1.1. It is located approximately four miles from
Interstate 405 and approximately 2.5 miles from Interstate 110.

With regard to GV P1.2, the proposed project meets consistency. The South Bay Cities Council of
Governments has a projected undersupply of jobs relative to the SCAG region as a whole.

Based on the content of the DEIR, SCAG staff is unable to assess whether the proposed project
meets consistency with GV P1.3 and P1.4. It would be helpful if the Final EIR includes a
discussion of other travel modes, including transit serving the project site.

Principle 2: Foster livability in all communities.
GV P21 Promote infill development and redevelopment to revitalize existing communities.
GV P22  Promote developments, which provide a mix of uses.
GV P23  Promote “people scaled,” walkable communities.
GV P24  Support the preservation of stable, single-family neighborhoods.
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SCAG Staff Comments:

Where applicable, the proposed project meets partial consistency with Principle 2. GV P2.4 is not
applicable.

Given the built-out nature of surrounding land uses and that the project site is one of the largest
under-utilized parcels in Torrance (per page 2-29, under 2.7 Project Objectives) the proposed
project is infill in nature and therefore meets consistency with GV P2.1,

The proposed project is partially consistent with GV P2.2 and P2.3. While the project itself is not
mixed-use in nature, it is next to a variety of other uses. In addition, per Table 3.1-1 (Project
Consistency with SCAG's Regional Plans and Policies) the proposed project would be walkable to
adjacent commercial projects.

Principle 3: Enable prosperity for all people.
GV P3.1  Provide, in each community, a variety of housing types to meet the housing needs of all income
levels.
GV P3.2 Support educational opportunities that promote balanced growth.
GV P3.3  Ensure environmental justice regardless of race, ethnicity or income class.
GV P3.4  Support local and state fiscal policies that encourage balanced growth
GV P3.5 Encourage civic engagement.

SCAG Staff Comments:

Principle 3 is generally not applicable to the proposed project, as GV P3.1, P3.2, and P3.5 are not
applicable. Based on content in the DEIR, SCAG staff is unable to assess consistency with GV
P3.3 and P3.4.

Principle 4: Promote sustainability for future generations.
GV P41  Preserve rural, agricultural, recreational, and environmentally sensitive areas
GV P42 Focus development in urban centers and existing cities.
GV P43  Develop strategies to accommodate growth that uses resources efficiently, eliminate pollution
and significantly reduce waste.,
GV P4.4  Utilize "green” development techniques

SCAG Staff Comments:

Where applicable, SCAG staff is generally unable to assess the proposed project’s consistency
with Principle 4. GV P4.1 is not applicable. Given the infill nature of the proposed project, it meets
consistency with GV P4.2.

CONCLUSION

On the whole, the proposed project partially meets consistency with applicable SCAG Regional
Transportation Plan Goals and Compass Growth Visioning Principles. We recommend that the Final EIR
include a discussion of other travel modes, including public transit that is anticipated to serve the project
site.

All feasible measures needed to mitigate any potentially negative regional impacts associated with the
proposed project should be implemented and monitored, as required by CEQA. Refer to the SCAG List of

REVIEW OF THE ROCKEFELLER GROUP PROFESSIONAL CENTER DRAFT
ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT, LOCATED AT 2740 AND 2750 LOMITA
BOULEVARD, TORRANCE, LOS ANGELES COUNTY

Dear Mr. Santana:

The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) has conducted a review of the
Rockefeller Group Professional Center Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR). This
review was performed in conjunction with DTSC's California Land Reuse and
Revitalization Act of 2004/AB 389 (CLRRA) Agreement with the Rock Lomita, LLC for
the property located 2740 and 2750 Lomita Boulevard, in Torrance, California (Site).
The DEIR is the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) document for the
development and remediation of the Site.

The City of Torrance (City) is the Lead Agency for the CEQA document and DTSC is
the Responsible Agency for the Site's remediation project. As the Responsible Agency,
DTSC used independent judgment to review the DEIR developed by the City to ensure
that the elements of the cleanup plan for the Site, the Draft Response Plan, had been
adequately addressed. DTSC worked collaboratively with the City, and provided
specific comments on the DEIR. These comments were incorporated by the City in the
final version of the DEIR. DTSC determines that this document adequately addresses
the potential impacts of the project.

The Draft Response Plan, which targets the proposed cleanup of soil, soil gas and
groundwater, is anticipated to be finalized at the same time the City's CEQA process is
complete. DTSC will work with the Rock Lomita, LLC to ensure that the Response Plan
is implemented as directed.

' Professional Center on currently vacant property located in the M-2 Zone at 2740 Lomita Boulevard
(between Garnier Street and Crenshaw Boulevard). The proposed development would consist of
~351,200 sf of medicalfoffice, professional office and light industrial condominium buildings, to be
developed in 2 phases. The project would consist of a subdivision of the existing 23.58 acre parcel into
3 parcels measuring 14.04 acres, 4.72 acres and 4.82 acres. The 14.04 acre ot located on the
western portion of the site would comprise Phase | of totaling ~210,200 sf. The 4.72 acres and 4.82
acre lots would comprise Phase I of the totaling ~141,000 sf. A Conditional Use Permit (CUP
07-00016) has been proposed to allow a series of structures exceeding 15,000 sf and to allow the
proposed uses of professional office and medical in-out patient care services in the M-2: Heavy
Manufacturing District. The applicant has also submitted a Tentative Parcel Map (DIV07-00020)
proposing the subdivision of the site into 3 new lots and for condominium purposes.
