He discussed the inflow of water supplies into storage at Diamond Valley Lake, the situation with Lake Mead and pending negotiations with Mexico regarding their request to store unused agricultural supplies into Lake Mead, and the continuing multi-year drought 

conditions on the Colorado River System.  He noted that the drought condition has depleted storage levels and the ongoing impacts Quantification Settlement regarding California’s use of Colorado River Supplies.
