Henigar, Inc. (C2004-163) in the amount of $30,000, for a total of $104,735 and 
extend the term to August 31, 2005 for construction inspection services in 
conjunction with the Artesia Boulevard Landscape Improvements; and  

2) Authorize the Mayor to execute and the City Clerk to attest to said agreement. 
 
B. Recommendation of the Public Works Director that City Council: 

1) Approve a consulting services agreement with PSOMAS, a California 
Corporation, in an amount not to exceed $40,000 to prepare the City’s 2005 Urban 
Water Management Plan; and 

2) Authorize the Mayor to execute and the City Clerk to attest to said agreement. 
 
C. Recommendation of the Acting Transit Director that City Council authorize the City 

Manager to execute and the Transit Department to submit the annual claim to the Los 
Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority (Metro) for $5,073,431 in
