MINUTES OF AN ADJOURNED REGULAR
MEETING OF THE TORRANCE CITY COUNCIL

1. CALL TO ORDER

The Torrance City Council convened in an adjourned regular session at
5:30 p.m. on Thursday, March 13, 2003, in City Council Chambers at Torrance City Hall.

ROLL CALL

Also Present: City Manager Jackson, City Attorney Fellows,
City Clerk Herbers, and other staff representatives.

2. FLAG SALUTE/INVOCATION

The Pledge of Allegiance was dispensed with.

The City Council met in joint session as the Redevelopment Agency.

At 5:31 p.m., the City Council and Redevelopment Agency recessed to closed
session to confer with the City Manager and the City Attorney on the agenda matters
listed under 17 EXECUTIVE SESSION pursuant to California Government Code
Sections 54957.6 and 54956.8.

The City Council, absent Councilmember Scotto, reconvened in open session at
7:20 p.m. No formal action was taken on any matter considered in closed session.

Considered out of order at this time.

3. AFFIDAVIT OF POSTING/WAIVE FURTHER READING

MOTION: Councilmember Nowatka moved to accept and file the report of the
City Clerk on the posting of the agenda for this meeting. The motion was seconded by
Councilmember Witkowsky, and hearing no objections, Mayor Walker so ordered
(absent Councilmember Scotto).

MOTION: Councilmember Nowatka moved that after the City Clerk has read
aloud the number and title to any resolution or ordinance on the meeting agenda, the
further reading thereof shall be waived, reserving and guaranteeing to each
Councilmember the right to demand the reading of any such resolution or ordinance in
regular order. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Witkowsky, and hearing no
objections, Mayor Walker so ordered (absent Councilmember Scotto).

16. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS

Mayor Walker stated that the March 18 City Council meeting would be of interest
as it dealt with budget issues.

City Manager Jackson noted that the proposed order of the budget workshop
was to cover the three elements including a presentation of 5% cuts as proposed by
department heads; a walk through of the proposed efficiencies and sharing of the
revenue concepts for evaluation of the revenue and the processes. He noted that the
fourth element would be a series of shared alternatives that may be explored but not
necessarily recommended.

The City Council would then be able to respond and to question with the
audience input coming thereafter. It was clarified that there would be structured
audience input with employee groups coming first to keep areas of concern together.

Councilmember Lieu clarified that direction could be given to staff to continue to
explore areas of concern.

Mayor Walker noted that the workshop was to be an informational session with
some possible direction being given.

City Manager Jackson offered that staff would appreciate if the City Council
would be prepared to give guidance and feedback to staff as to the areas not to continue
with in order to assist staff with presenting a budget for the workshops.

City Attorney Fellows stated that as some direction might be given at the

workshop, that the City Council take action to adjourn to a City Council meeting with the
Budget Workshop being the first order of business.
