Second and Final reading of Ordinance No. 3804 adding Chapter 14 of Division 8 of the
Torrance Municipal Code - expedited permitting process for small residential rooftop solar
energy systems.

Councilmember Goodrich stated that he believes in clean air, but will be voting no on this
item because he believes setting permit fees at $400 is counterproductive.

MOTION: Councilmember Weideman moved to adopt Ordinance No. 3804. The motion
was seconded by Councilmember Herring and passed by a 6-1 vote, with Councilmember
Goodrich voting no.

13. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS #2

Councilmember Griffiths requested Council concurrence to direct staff to bring forward an
item to approve a repeat of last year's two-week holiday reprieve from the enforcement of no
parking restrictions for street sweeping throughout the city and to request that this be made a
permanent program every year during the year-end holidays, and the Council voted unanimously
to direct staff to do so.
