Project Fact Sheet

What does this construction project include?
This project includes:
- Widen the north side of Del Amo Blvd. east of Hawthorne Blvd.

Widen the south side of Del Amo Blvd. west of Hawthorne Blvd.
Upgrade the traffic signal
Restripe Del Amo Blvd. to provide additional lanes
Improve the storm drain system on the north side, east of the intersection
Replace parkway landscaping, including street trees
Reconstruct sidewalks and other improvements

Why are we doing this project?

To improve traffic flow through the intersection. The roadway widening and traffic signal
upgrade will allow more cars to move through the intersection on each signal cycle. This
will reduce delays during rush hours and prevent queued vehicles from blocking adjacent

driveways.

What is the construction schedule?
It is anticipated that construction will begin in April 2003 and will be completed in July
2008.

What are the hours of construction?
Normal construction hours will be from 7:00 am. to 4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

How will traffic be affected?
Some lanes on both Del Amo Blvd. and Hawthorne Blvd. will be closed during
construction. Delays should be expected.
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Will driveway access be affected?

Two driveways will be affected by this project. The accessto each driveway may be
restricted on atemporary basis during excavation and paving. Owners will be informed at
least 48 hours before construction begins.

How much does this project cost?
The tota project cost will be approximately $470,000. The project is funded with the
City's Gas Tax funds and a State grant obtained through the MTA.
