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On April 28, 2008, at approximately 12:15 PM, Officers from the Torrance Police Department
responded to 1921 230™ St regarding a family disturbance. Upon arrival Officers spoke to the
involved parties, who are husband and wife. During the investigation Officers issued the
husband a restraining order, which his wife had earlier obtained. The husband gathered his
belongings and left the residence.

Later that evening at 8:20 PM, the Torrance Police Department received a second call to that
location regarding a shooting. Upon arrival, inside the residence Officers discovered four
subjects who were the victims of gunshot wounds. Officers found two deceased people and
two people alive. They were treated by the Torrance Fire Department Paramedics and
transported to local hospitals.

Preliminary investigation shows that this incident was a possible murder/suicide. The two
deceased subjects found in the residence were the suspect, who is the husband from the
earlier call and his 5 year old son. The two injured people, who were transported to the
hospital, were the suspect’s wife and mother-n-law. While at the hospital the mother-n-law
died from her injuries.

The investigation continues under the direction of Captain Marc Wilkins, Special Operations
Bureau Commander.
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
