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On October 8, 2013, at approximately 7:05 p.m., officers from the Torrance Police
Department responded to a major injury collision in the 2600 block of Lomita Boulevard.

On arrival, officers discovered that subject in a wheelchair that was crossing southbound
across Lomita Boulevard through the traffic lanes was struck by a vehicle that was travelling
eastbound on Lomita Boulevard. The subject in the wheelchair sustained serious injuries and
was transported to a local area hospital for medical treatment.

The driver and passenger of the vehicle that struck the subject were not injured.

Lomita Boulevard between Crenshaw Boulevard and Garnier Street were closed for
approximately three hours for the investigation.

This collision is being investigated by the Torrance Police Department’s Traffic Division under
the command of Captain Bernard Anderson, Commander of the Special Operations Bureau.
