EARTHQUAKE SHAKES TORRANCE
FIRST RESPONDERS ON SCENE

Torrance, Calif., October 21, 2010, 11:30 a.m. – A 7.8 magnitude earthquake along the southern San Andreas Fault has been felt in the South Bay Area.  The Torrance City Manager has officially declared the earthquake a State of Emergency in the City of Torrance.

At this time we have approximately 10 reports of injuries and collapses at JC Penny’s at Del Amo Fashion Center and 405 Fwy at Crenshaw Blvd.  Torrance Police and Fire units are responding to the areas.   Local hospitals are fully functional at this time.  Water systems are functioning, there are some power lines down.
The City requests that the community remain calm, do not use the telephone unless there is an emergency, check your home for damage, secure family and pets, remain where you are if your building is safe, and be prepared for aftershocks.  If shaking begins again and you can safely do so, quickly seek shelter under a sturdy piece of furniture. 
Try and keep roads clear to allow emergency personnel access.
