Torrance, Calif., August 16, 2005 — Torrance City Council announced today that a
dedication ceremony is scheduled on Saturday, August 26, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. to mark
the official re-opening of Lago Seco Park located at 3920 235" Street.

According to Community Services Director Gene Barnett, “The completion of this 10-acre
parcel is a significant accomplishment for the City of Torrance that began as a dream
over three decades ago. The dream is now a reality. | am happy to say that we are
pleased with the overall result of integrating the developed and undeveloped parcels of
land into one site. Lago Seco Park is now ready to be enjoyed by present and future
generations of Torrance residents.”

Major components of this $2 million renovation include expansion and upgrade of the
community gardens, landscaping and turf areas, installation of new irrigation system,
pedestrian walkways, and a comprehensive lighting system. The community will also
enjoy new recreation facilities such as playground equipment, two basketball courts,
barbecue areas, benches, tables and trash cans to encourage upkeep of its cleanliness.

Funding for the project came from a combination of grant monies, Parks and Recreation
funds and the City’s general fund.
