A communication was read from Salisbury, Bradshaw and Taylor, 
Consulting Engineers, calling attention to additional coste of 
labor and ' material for building the water system since their last 
e stima te.

Engineer Leonard suggested the Council get more information 
wi th reference to the bonds, and further sugge sted a time be 
set to interview representatives of bond buyers.
