The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in an adjourned 
regular meeting in the Council Chamber, City Hall, Torrance, California 
on Tuesday, January 19, 1937 at 7:30 P.M. 

Mayor Stanger called the meeting to order. 

Clerk Bartlett called the roll, those answering present being 
CounCilmen: McGuire, Tolson and Stanger. Absent: Councilmen: 
Hitchcock and Powell. 

Mayor Stanger declared a recess until 7:45 P.M., to await the 
arrival of the absent Councilmen. 

Councilman Hitchcock arrived at 7:38 P.M. 

The business of the meeting was resumed at 7:45 P.M. 
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Councilman Hi tchcock moved that the minutes of the regular 
meeting held January 12, 1937 be approved as written. Councilman 
McGuire seconded the motion, which was carried unanimously. 

COMMUNICATIQNS 

Communication from the Pan American Petroleum Corporation, 
stating that no pipe lines had been laid under City of Torrance 
Ordinance No. 92 between JUlY 1, 1936 and December 31, 1936. Filed 
as a matter of record. 

Communication from Mr. Scott R. Ludlow, City Treasurer, report­
ing that on January 13, 1937, at 10:45 A.M., unissued Water Bonds 
amounting to $30,000.00 were burned, having been witnessed by 
B. F. Hannebrink and Robert Garbe, of the National Supply Company, 
and by Mayor W. H. Stanger and City Clerk A. H. Bartlett, of the 
City of Torrance 

Report from the City Engineer regarding the requests for street 
improvements in Tract No. 454, recommending that Martha Avenue be 
graded and opened to public use at this time. 

Councilman Hitchcock moved that the recommendations of the 
City Engineer be accepted as read. Councilman McGuire seconded the 
motion, which was carried unanimously. 

Communication from the Los Angeles County League of Municipalities 
calling attention to meeting Thursday, January 21, 1937 at 6:30 P.M. 
at San Fernando. 

Councilmen Hitchcock, McGuire, Tolson and Stanger, Attorney 
Rippy and City Clerk Bartlett indicated that they would attend. 

In regard to the matter of rezoning property for residential 
development, as requested by the Torrance Chamber of Commerce, the 
City Engineer reported that he and Councilman Hitchcock were to 
meet with Mr. Clotfelter, Vice President of the C. C. M. O. on 
Thursday, January 21st at 10 A.M., and discuss a possible housing 
program. 

The matter of insurance for the City bUildings, which had 
been deferred to this meeting for action, was brought up, and 
Councilman McGuire moved that the award be made to Mr. W. H. 
Gilbert, of the Gulf Insurance Company. Councilman Hitchcock 
seconded the motion,which was carried by the following roll call 
vote: AYES: COUNCILMEN: Hitchcock, McGUire, Tolson and Stanger.

Councilman Hitchcock moved that the City Engineer be instructed 
to contact the Southern California Edison Company in regard to placing 
this light and to proceed with the installation. Councilman McGuire 
seconded the motion, which was carried by the following roll call 
vote: AYES: COUNCILMEN: Hitchcock, McGUire, Tolson and Stanger.

Engineer Leonard reported that the plans for the Administration 
Building will probably be delivered on January 20th and that bids 
will be opened on February 15th. 

Mayor Stanger said that the Auditor, Mr. C. J. Rambo, had 
suggested that the City should have definite assurance of receiving 
the grant from the Federal Government before accepting bids on the 
Administration Building. 

Councilman McGuire reported that changes are being made in the 
Municipal Park and that further changes are contemplated. 

Councilman Hitchcock moved that $350.00 be appropriated to 
install a sprinkling .system, plaster fence, and plant grass and 
trees on lots adjoining the Library. Councilman McGuire seconded 
the motion, which was carried by the following roll call vote:
