The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in a 
regular meeting in the Council Chamber, City Hall, Torrance, 
California, on Tuesday evening, December 28,"1937, at 7:45 p.m. 

Mayor Tolson called the meeting to order. 

Clerk Bartlett called the roll, those answering present 
being Councilmen: Deininger, Hitchcock, McGuire, Powell and 
Tolson.

Councilman Hitchcock moved that the minutes of a regular 
meeting held December 14, 1937 and of an adjourned regular meet­
ing held December 20, 1937 be approved as written.

A check amounting to $317.07, in payment of 2% gross receipts for 
the use of Los Angeles County Ordinance No. 781 and City of 
Torrance Ordina'nce No. 179, was enclosed.
