Meeting in the Council Chamber, City Hall, Torrance, Ca11fornia, on 
Tuesday, February 25, 1947 at 8:07 p.m.

which is to raise funds for the purchase 01' a sousaphone for the band.

A commun1cation was read trom Mrs. Lupe Mo11nar, 2307 Border Avenue, 
request1ng a 11cense to sell cooked food trom her hame with perm1ssion 
to pay half ot the year's tee every s1x months, as she 1s unable to pay 
the tull amount. . 

CouncilmAn Gilbert moved that this communication be reterred to 
the entire City Council for further study. Councilman Powell seconded 
the motion which was carried unaniMously. 

A communication was read trom Otto ' B. lillett, City Attorney, 
and W. H. stanger, later Super1ntendent, recommending that the Coun­
cll proceed with the present plans for construc.tion 01' Municipal Water 
Distriot No. 1 in lalt:eria , due to the fact that ~uch a district will 
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invite growth and development. Tbe letter stated that the C1ty 1s ob­
ligated to recei~e the ~terials tor wh1eh1t received bids and awarded 
contracts and that alaost all or the materials have been received and 
put in storage alread7j therefore, it would be more costly and more 
time would be lost than it would be worth to cancel the proceeding8 
until the election Is held to provide ror the joining of the beach 
cities to the Metropolitan Water Diatrict; and the possib11ity of 
their locating a feeder line to the coast through Walteria is very 
doubtful, anyway. . . 

Councilman Tolson moved .that the recommendat10ns of the City 
Attorney and the Water Superintendent be oonourred 1n. Counoilmen

A.. communicat,ion w.s read trom Robert J. 1I1ll1ken, Supervisor at 
the Special census in ~orranee, advising that the preliminary count 
of the returns of the Census, taken as of :rebruary7, 194'1, i_ 13,000, 
aa compared with 9,956 on Jpr1l 1, 1940. This repreaent_ an increase 
or approximately 31 per cent. 

Eng1neer .lain inrormed the COuncil that the 31 per cent increase 
in populatIon is average for the oities having had a census taken. 
He stated that the t1460.00 wh1ch the City appropriated for the Cenau8 
w111, in all probab1l1ty, be re1llbursed by gaSOline taxes during the 
rirst quarter of the year. The C1ty should allocate around $&,000.00 
a year from state gas tax alone, and possibly $3,000.00 from the 
County, he advised. 

Co\Ulc1lman Powell mOTed that Mr. M1lliken' s COlIIIIlUDicationbe f11ed 
for future reference. Counoilman Jackson seoonded the motion which was 
carr1ed unanimously. 

A oommunioation _s read from Mr. Bennett Blaok, who does the work 
of maintaining the Police Radio System, requesting an increase in 
salary from $12.50 to $15.00 per week. . 

Ch1ef Stroh advised the Council that Mr. Black, recently returned 
from the ser-.ice, bas requested this increase due to the fact that 
there are now three pOlice radios to maintain instead of the one he 
formerr,y ma1nta1.e4~ •

CouncilJau Powell moved that this communication be ret'erred to the 
Council as a whole for further consideration. Councilman Jackson 
seconded the motion whioh was earried unanimously. 

A. communication was read from Glenn M. Jain, Secretary of the 
Planning Commission, requesting the City Council to start legal aotion 
imnediately to compel the Paoific Waste Products Company to abandon 
operations at Llewellyn and Guadalupe Avenues, which looation they 
have been using as a salvage yard for approximately six months with­
out City permission, although they have been advised on several ooca­
ions to abandon the yard. The scrap material has ilGt been cleaned 
up and has become more unsightly and more of a fire hazard than ever. 

Councilman Powell moved that this communioation be ret'erred to 
the Chief of Polioe, City Attorrrey and C1ty Engineer for oomplianoe 
with the recommendations of the Planning Commission and to take what­
ever aotion is deemed advisable.

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A communication was read trom Glenn M. Jain, C1ty Engineer, with 
reterence to the unsafe condition of the central fire station, which 
was seriously damaged in the 1941 earthquake and which has not been 
repaired since that time, although the fire fighting equipment and 
personnel have been allowed to remain since a teW' weeks after the 
earthquake. He stated that, ~aocordanoe with the City Building 
Code, Sections 2.02 and 203, he is taking steps to declare the build­
ing as a bazard to safety and health; condemning it for further use 
until properly repaired, rehabilitated or dsmolished; and providing 
and maintaining olearance around the building to insure against 
damage trOl1l taIling walls. 

Bngineer Jain advised the Council that the fire siren apparatu8 
will be removed and placed in a location for use by the firemen, who 
will probably be located in a temporary building behind the C1ty Hall.

Layne, st~uctur81 Eng1J1ee~, 
010 lest Fourth Street, los Angeles, stating that he had examined the 
central rire station building on February 2., 1947, and found it to 
be poorly Gonstl'uoted, lmsate and unfit for oocupany in the event of 
an earth'luake or major explOSion, due to unsound structural elements, 
and <be to serious damage trom the earthquake in 1941. Katter ot

A oommunication was read trom Glenn K. Jain, Secretary of the 
Planning CommiSSion, adVising that the Petition fo~ Var1ance, Case 
No. 69, ot R. 1Ntus Page and James and Minnie Terry for enension 
of the present Trailer Court, upon Lots :5, 4: and the north 30 teet of 
5, Block 10'1, 'rorrance Tract, bas been considered and den1ed. Matter 
of record. 

A cOtDDnmication was read f·rom GlennM. Ja1n, Seoretary of the 
Planning Commission,. requesting that the Petition trom sam GolcUaden 
and E. L. Voltz, 'tor vaoation of Bow A.venue,between Torrance Boule­
TaM,. and212th Street be referred by the Counc11to the Plann1ng 
Commission tor ptlDl1C hearing. 

Councilman Tolson moved that this Petition for street vacation 
be referred. to the Planning Commission for public hearing.

A communication was read trom Otto B. Willett, C1ty Attorney, 
with reference to the Merger of the Paoific Telephone and Telegraph 
Company ~ and Southern California Telephone COmpany, whi ch was due 
for hearing bet'ore the Publ1c Utili ties Comm1ssion of the State ot 
California on February 21, 1947. He 1nfo~ed the Council, 1n hi. 
lettelt, that the Company bas an application betore the Railroad Com­
mission for authority to increase its rates. 

A.ttorney Willett orally stated that, in a communication just 
racei ved trom the Paoific Telephone and Telegraph Company, the appli­
cation fpr increase in ra.tes was set forth, showing an 1ncrease or 
approximately 50 per cent in some cases. He offered to show the 
letter to &Dyone interested: in &x_in1ng it.

A Resolution, subm1t'ted by the Chamber-of Commerce Board or 
Directors wa_ read, recommending that all of incorporated 'rorrance 
be serYe<! by tbe Torrance Post Office, rather than having various 
sections aer"Atdtily three other Post Offioes, to v1t: Redondo Beach, 
Lomita and Gardena. The Resolution suggested that the Third Ass1s­
tant Postmaster General be asked to alter the United States postal 
servioe to cover th~ entire city, and that a copy of this Resolution 
be "forwarded to 0'8011 &. King Re-present~ftive otthe 17th Congressional 

. District of Cal1romia for his assistance and action. 
Councilman Gilbert moved that the Council concur in the recom­

mendations of the Chamber of Commerce. 
Mr. George Thatcher of ilalteria advised the Council: that his dis­

trict is senea. partially by the Lomita and partially by the Redondo 
Post Offioes,. 
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Commander Mason ot ,alteri. asked the Council to deter action 
on this mat'\er until the people of Wa1 teria and Hollywood Riviera 
haTe had an opportunity to study the problem, as it may be ot great 
inconvenience to the residents of that section to have their mail 
handled through the T~rrancePost Oftioe.

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" mated amount for grading an -"-average 50' lot and paving it with 
asphaltic concrete would be 1750.00. Mayor Sherfey asked Mr. Jain 
to- have his report. ready at the next regular" meeting. 

City Engineer Jain told the Council that his department is will­
ing to remove the excess dirt from the alley adjacent to the Con­
struction Materia.ls Company warehouse at a time whe·n .the soil can 
be transferred to another .spot and put to use. He stated that ths 
need for such soil will no doubt arise 1n the nea.r future, at which 
time the Job will be taken care of. 

Councilman G1lbert moved that Mr. Jain be authorized to notify 
Mr. C. P. Olson, Manager, that the above work is on schedule tor the 
near future. Counoilman Jackson seconded the motion which was oarried 
unanimously. 

Jlayer Sherfey moved that the request of Mary Merino for C1ty 
License to practice Phrenology 1n the 1600 block on Cabr1110 Avenue 
be held over for continued study by the Council until the next 
regular meeting. Councilman Gilbert seconded the motion which was 
carried unanimously. 

ORAL COMMUNICATIONS 

Mr. Clifton .t.. Hix, 1008 South Pacific A.venue, San Pedro, ad­
vised the Council that he took out an application for a permit to 
operate the Yellow Cab Company about two weeks ago, and requested 
the Council to take action on it so that he would be within his 
legal rights to operate • 

Chief stroh stated that he saw the application in the City 
Clerk's Office some time ago and okayed it. However, the appli­
cation was incomplete and was returned for additional information, 
which is the reason for the delay in bringing it- before the Council. 
The Council agreed that they would pass on it when it is presented 
to the~ and that in the meantime, Mr. H1x would be allowed to operate 
his taxi service with Council permission. 

Mr. Daniel .l!'rohman, former taxicab driver, told the Council that 
he would like to obtain a three months' temporary license to operate 
a taxi so that he could earn enough money to payoff his debts and 
move to another community. He was denied the privilege of driving 
a taxi some time ago when he violated the City Taxi Ordinanoe by 
bookmaking. 

Chief Stroh reported that, in his opinion, Mr. Frohman should 
not be allowed a permit of any kind, regardless of the reason, un­
less the ordinanoe is amended. 

Attorney Willett advised the Counoil that it would be possible 
tor them to grant the permit if they so deSired, and that an amend­
ment of the taxi ordinance would not be necessary, due to the fact 
that the ordinanoe states that a matter of this kind is within the 
reasonable di seretion. of the traffio authority. Therefore, the 
Council cOuld either act upon the judgment of the Chief ofPo11ee 
if they agree with him, or they oould overrule his decision and

Councilman Powell moved that this matter be referred to the 

Council as a whole and the Chief of Police for further study and to 
give a report. at the next regular meeting. Councilman Gilbert seoonded 
the motion which was carried unanimously. 

Mr. Rdward Saul of North Torrance,- asked the Council what pro­
vision, if any, is being DlBde for a fire station in his oommunity 
at the bond election to be held Maroh 18, 1947. 

COuDcilman Tolson advised Mr. Saul that the Council, together 
with the Chamber of Commerce, is agreeable to allowing a portion of 
the $20,000 set up in the coming bond election for use for e. site 
in North ~orrance, due to the fact that a City-owned lot will be 
used for 'the. central fire station. He stated that, although the 
North T~rranee station will not be voted upon at the coming election, 
an election will be held using all precinots for a fire station 1n 
North Torrance when the new water district in that area is completed. 



Councilman Tolson moved 'that all bills properly audited be paid. 
Councilman Powell s~conded the motion which was carried by the tollow­
ing roll call ~ote: AYES: COUNClIMEN: Gilbert, Jackson, Powell, 
Tolson and Sherfey.
