Mr. C. T. Rippy asked what, if anything, the Council was going 
to do about the proposed "Self-Service Station" ordinance. Lengthy 
discussion followed, resulting in a motion by Councilman Powell that 
the matter be held over for the next agenda meeting when Mr. Haggard 
would be present and could explain his reasons for requesting the 
ordinance. Motion, seconded by Councilman Jackson, carried. 

Councilman Powell moved all bills properly audited be paid. 
Motion, seconded by Councilman Jackson, carried unanimously.
