After considerable discussion as to the best means of enfor­
oing the Dog License Ordinance, the Polioe committee was authorized 
to take whatever steps they deemed necessary for the enforcement 
of such Ordinance. 

On motion by Trustee Gilbert, seconded by Trustee stone, the 
question of amending the Dog License Ordinance was referred to the 
ordinance oommi ttee. --Carried--

Mr. Poetle reported on behalf of the street committee that all 
material was on hand for road repair wo~k which had been ordered. 

Trustee Proctor reported that the police department of Redondo 
had sent in a protest against the continued use of the Redondo jail 
for Torrance prisoners, and that after being investigated by Mr. 
Briney and himself, the Redondo Chief had agr~ed to keep Torrance 
prisoners in their jail for three or four months longer, but that 
the City of Torrance get busy and devise some means of providing 
for their own prisoners in the meen time; also that Redondo seemed 
Willing to accomodate Torrance in the matter end refused to accept 
eny remuneration for keeping of Torrence prisoners; and that the 
protest from Redondo, according to the Redondo Officer, was for the 
purpose of reminding Torrance that she should do something toward 
taking oare of her own prisoners, and not let the matter run on in­
definitely. 

Trustee Proctor suggested that in order to avoid putting up 
a jail, which might be torn down later and consolidated with a City 
Hall when the Bame is built, it might prove economical to build a 
Jail of reinforced concrete pertly below ground so that the seme 
would form a basement room in one corner of the City Hall when 
built, and the concrete walls of such room become, later, e part of 
the foundation for the City Hall.' No definite action was taken. 

After discussion of the question of com:pensation for the City 
Engineer, ' Resolution No. 48 was rescinded in the following manner:

An adjourned regular meeting of the Board of Trustees of the 
City of Torrance was held in the Council Chambers at Torrance 
California, and was called to order by President Fitzhugh at 8:00 
P. U. April 25, 1922. The follo\7ing Trustees were present :Fitzhugh, 
Stone, Nash, Proctor and Gilbert. . . 

Mr. Thoma.s gave ata1k on the bond. issue, and wanted to make 
an offer to purchase the $54,000.00 that same evening, but no ac­
tion was taken. 

A written communication from the Chamber of Commerce was read, 
and on a motion by Trustee Proctor, seconded by Trustee l{ash, the 
invitation contained therein was accepted by the following roll 
call vote:

The secretary of the local Chamber of Commerce reported that 
there would be a. meeting of the Secretaries of the Chambers of Com­
merce of So. California on Saturday, April 29th at 10 :17 A.IL 

Trustee Proctor reported that he and Mr. Postle had ma.de a 
survey of ~IOth and Amapola Streets and found the intersection of 
the streets to be impassable. Mr. Postle was directed to use all 
the material necessary to put the streets in shape. 

Trustee Proctor also reported that the worms were eating up 
the Oak trees; that it was too bad to lose them, and wanted to 
know how far the Board wanted to go in order to save them. Es­
timated cost of spraying apparatus was from $75.00 to ~~lOO.OO. 

On moti·on by Trustee Stone, seconded by Trustee Gilbert. the 
Park committee was emlJOWered to purchase all a'pparatus and material 
necessary for the preservation of the trees. Roll call vote:
