An adjourned, regular meeting of the Baard of 'l'rustees of the 
Ci ty 0:" 'l'orrance was held in the Council Chambers at 1'orrance, 
California, February 13, 1923, and wa~c called to order by President 
Sitzhut;h at 7:00 P.M. The following Trustees were present: 
Gilbert, Proctor, stone and Jii tzhugh. AbDent; Hash. 

1'he minutes of the Regular meeting of l,'ebruary 6, 1923, were 
read and approved as read. 

Trustee Nash ce.,me in durinG the reading of the minutes. 

A communication from Henry Kopf, regarding the Cal. Carbon Co. 
was read, and the Clerk instructed to answer same after invef3tigat­
ing the matter on motion by Trustee Proctor, seconaed by Trustee 
Nash, .and a majority vote. 

Two letters from the City Clerk of 1,08 Angeles, one pertaining 
to Constitutional Amendments and the other to Difficulties of En­
forcing Justice in our Courts, were referred to the City Attorney 
for recommendations. Trustee Proctor making the motion, Trustee 
Nash seconding, and a majority vote. 

The regular order of business was suspended in order to take 
Ul) the matter of a siren for the J!'ire Department. 

Trustee stone. ntated that the cormai ttee recormnended buyinG 
the siren frofll the factory direct, instead of buying from I.lr. Bar­
bee, as there was a factory guarantee on same for one yec,r, and no 
guarantee in buying from 1.1r. Barbee who owned the machine person­
ally that had been under discussion. Trustee stone moved that a 
niren 1)e purchEvc;ecl. from the SterlinG Co. Rochester,. N.Y., at the 
price of $295.00 f.o.b. Rochester, and on thirty days approval. 
Trustee Gilbert seconded the motion which was duly carried by the 
following roll call vote:

The regular order of busine~;s \'las resumed. 

Mr. Klusman appeared for a delegation from Carson street, and 
aLked if the gradint; contract on Carson street included the grad­
inG for the sidewalks also? Mr. Beckwith asked if it would be too 
lauch trouble to read the contract. The City Attorney ansYJered 
thst the contract itself would not Give the desired. data and refer­
red hi:.; to Ordinance No. 19, a copy of vThich was procured and given 
him to read. 

1\lr. Hannebrink brought Ull the matter of paving Andreo street 
fran: Carson to 220th at lea,st, stating tha.t if a layer of Willite 
were put upon the street as is, it would make a good street for 
sorae time to come, especially if heavily loaded trucki:; were pro­
hibited from using said street. 



Trustee stone moved that the matter of heavily loaded trucks 
being prohibited t:ne use of refJidential streets be referred to 

the Ordinance cOHlni ttee. Trustee l)roctor seconded the motion 
which 'was duly carried.. 

The City 1.:;ngineer doubted the efficacy of putting [). layer 
of "cny description on And.reo [:.:treet, fe2.ring the foundation WE),:: 

not f:ubotancial enouf;h, as he haclnot iced that clay had been 
hauled in on the Eltreet, and that clay WEH; a menace as a found­
ation, especially if wet. The matter was refej7red to the City 
Engineer for a report and e~timate. 

The Ce.rson street discussion was resumed at this IJO int. It 
al')pea.red from the specificatiOTW that Carson ~)tI'eet waG to be 
graded for its entire width. The City Engineer took the.floor 
and explained that there were water pipes and large v2.1ves alone 
Carson street which would h2.ve been left exposed if the grading 
had been pushed to the ul tin:ate; that if was his f2.1).l t this grad­
inc; had not been completed, and that he would undertake to have 
it completed at no expense to the property oymeI'G if they vlished 
it done at the present time; tho.t there was not more than 30 yarde 
at the most to be moved and as the pro[Jability wa5 that no ~icle­
walk would be needed there for some time, and con~idered it thB 
best policy to leave the water pipes covered. 

It ViaS also reported. tlirtt water ViaS standinG in the street 
at some sections since recent rains, and the property owners 
understood that the street would be graded so as to drain. 

On a question by :Fire Chief Hannebrink, he was advised that 
fire plu[;s were being inetalled in Vista Highlands at the present 
time. 

Trustee stone moved that the Clerk request the Torrance Water 
Light & Power co. to install a fire plUG at 210th and Oota Street~. 
Trustee Gilbert seconded the motion which Vlar; duly carried. 

Mr. Leatherman asked concerninr; the status of paving on j\m­
apoln, about the restrictions of drillinc; for oil in his neighbor­
hood, and about street lights that Vlere very necessary? 

The first question was answered by P~esident Fitzhugh to the 
effect any agreements of the Dominguez Land Co. for paving were 
lJetween the property owner~l and tile Dominguez Land Co.; to the 
Gecond, that restrictions could not be rai~ed except by consent 
of the owners of property in Torrance; and Trustee stone answered 
the third question by explaining that the Edison Co. would pre­
sently give the City a survey and submit a report including the 
coet of light improvements. 

Attorney Briney read:

Trustee Gilbert moved that Hesolution No. 112 be adopted, 
and the t'52Jlle be filed in the office of the City Clerk. Trustee 
Stone seconded the motion which was duly carried by the following 
roll call vo te :

'rrustee Proctor re,)orted that Mrs. Torrance had called on 
him regarding the changes being made in the El Prado park, protest­
ing vigorously against that certain place being used for a child­
rens' play ground; also advising that :she would ~vithdraw her ten­
tative plans to build a hospital and library for the City of 'br­
ranee if the destruction of said park was persisted in; that she 
would allow the use of some of her personal real estate as a tem­
porary childrens'play ground. Trustee Proctor told Mrs. Torrance 
that nothing more would be done in the matter of a chiJ.,drens play 
ground in El Prado. 

Attorney Briney and Mr. Gadeky explained the matter from the 
point of view of the Chamber of Commerce, statinG that a cormnittee 
would meet Mrs. Torrance. The matter was left thus until such 
meeting.

A letter from the Play Ground committee of the Chalhber of 
Comm.erce was read by the Clerk, the earne recorrmlending that the 1:1 
Prado park be not used as a play ground, but that it be put in 
8hal1e for a park under the supervision of the City Engineer, em­
powered to secure a landscape gardener to assist in the work, and 
that in the very near future a new site for a play ground would be 
submitted. 

Trustee stone moved that the letter be accepted, placed on 
file and the rn.atter referred to the proper committee. Trustee 
Gilbert seconded the motion which was duly carried.
