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MINUTES OF A SPECIAL MEETING 
OF THE TORRANCE CITY COUNCIL 

Torrance, California 
March 31, 1955 

The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in a Special 
Meeting in the Council Chambers, City Hall, Torrance, California, on 
Thursday, March 31, 1955, at 3:02 p.m., Mayor Drale presiding. 

Those reponsing to roll call by Deputy City Clerk Hallanger were: 
COUNCILMEN: Benstead, Blount, Isen, Schwab and Drale. Also present 
were City Attorney Hall and City Manager Stevens. 

Mayor Drale announced the regular order of business would be dis­
pensed with and that the Special Meeting had been called to discuss 
proposed annexation of certain property in Rolling Hills and to take 
action further thereon, and for such other and further business as may 
come before the Council. 

Deputy City Clerk Hallanger stated that there had been filed with 
him a copy of a Notice of Intention to Circulate Petition; that he had 
the Affidavit of Publication; that the Notice sets forth the territory 
involved and also sets forth the intention of the proponent to circulate 
a petition, the proponent being the Palos Verdes Properties, a partner­
ship consisting of Rmcho Palos Verdes Corporation and Capital Company. 

City Attorney Hall then presented a Resolution, the title to which 
Deputy City Clerk Hallanger read as follows:

Motion, seconded by Councilman Schwab, carried unanimously 
by roll call vote. 

Councilman Blount moved for the adoption of Resolution No~ 2708. 
Motion, seconded by Councilman Schwab, carried unanimously by roll call 
vote. 

Motion, 
seconded by Councilman Benstead, carried unanimously.
