MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING
OF THE TORRANCE CITY COUNCIL

The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in a regular
meeting at 8:00 P,M., Tuesday, July 12, 1960, in the Council Chamber
of the City Hall, Torrance, California.

Those responding to roll call by Deputy City Clerk Carleson
were: COUNCILMEN: Beasley, Blount, Bradford, Drale, Vico and Isen,
ABSENT: COUNCILMEN: Benstead, City Manager Stevens and City Attor-
ney Remelmeyer were also present,

At the request of Mayor Isen, Mr, Garth Belknap, an instructor
in the Torrance Unified Schools, led the salute to our Flag,

The Reverend Robert Dehn opened the meeting with an invocation,

Mayor Isen asked the assembly to observe a moment of silence
in respect to the memory of a City employee, Mr., Ivan Kettering, who
passed away this past weekend,

Councilman Blount called attention to the fact that the United
States Flag in the Council Chamber is not the new 50-star edition,
He moved that this flag, together with any others flown by the City
government, be replaced with the new flag representing the fifty
states of the Union. The motion was seconded by Councilman Drale,
and carried by unanimous roll call vote of those present (Councilman

Benstead absent),

Councilman Beasley moved to approve the minutes of the Council
meeting held July 5, 1960, as written., Motion, seconded by Council-
man Drale, no objections, so ordered,

Mayor Isen gave a brief explanation of the procedure used at
Council meetings, With respect to agendas, he asked that in the
future a greater supply be made available from the City Clerk's
office for the use of the audience,

Mr. Bauer introduced Mr, James Stewart of Kegley, llestphall, Arbogast
and Stewart, A,I.A,, and presented the plans and rendering of the
shopping center, Mr. Stewart éxplained the general design of the
center and answered various Questions from the Councilmen, In answer
to a question from Councilman Vico, he stated construction would

begin very soon, as this is the completion of all the details prior o/

to actual construction. The construction on Newberry's will start
very soon and will take three or four months,

1, Mayor Isen announced this is the time and place for third
and final hearing of Case No, 629 before the City Council on petition
of Lucille Edwards for a change of zone from R-2 and A-1 to R-3 on
property described as a portion of the east 2,75 acres of the north-
west quarter of Lot 53, McDonald Tract, for the purpose of estab-
lishing rental units. The transmittal form from the Planning Com-
mission recommended approval and included a location sketch and

Mayor Isen asked that the Planning Commission in the future

This property is immediately east of Ocean Avenue, There are
14 spaces for parking and the building is to be for professional use
but with no medical facilities, The variance is for off-street
parking and not any specific type of building. Under the ordinance
there should be about 30 parking spaces, On a vacant lot the size
of this, 51 x 140, it was stated no more than 17 cars could be
parked,

Councilman Beasley expressed himself as being against the grant-
ing of this variance as presented; first, because there is no restric-
tion as to the type of occupancy, no time limit, Mayor Isen said he
does not understand how a two-story building can be erected on this
size lot and have any room at all for parking,

Councilman Beasley moved that this Case No, 640 be sent back
to the Planning Commission for further consideration.

2. Councilman Beasley spoke in praise of all those who had
worked so hard to make the Powder Puff Derby take-off such a success,

3. Councilman Blount said he believes Mr, Babcock has a right /oo
to some decision from the Council with respect to his Airport lease,
In 1955 the City leased the hangar site to Mr, Babcock and three
other men, for ten years plus a ten-year option, at %40 per month,
specifying the uses of the hangar., On December 30, 1957, the Council
agreed that Mr, Babcock and his associates be allowed to sublease
to Air Credit Sales Company for storage and display of airplanes.

The term of that sublease was two years. On November 18, Mr, Babcock
requested approval to continue the sublease for another year, with

a three-year option, and then disclosed he is receiving $250 per
month from Air Credit Sales and that they wanted to use the hangar
for flight instruction and "activities as normally follow in a diver-
sified flight operation", The Airport Commission on January 7th
recommended the request be denied until the original lease was broad-
ened., On February 9th the Council referred the matter to the Airport
Committee, According to the letter from the City Attorney, Mr., Jahn
and Mr, Beasley agreed that Mr, Babcock be permitted to sublease
without increase in rent, except that flight instruction be limited
to persons purchasing aircraft., Mr. Drale, Mr, Blount said, had not
yet formulated his decision, Councilman Blount does not agree with
Mr. Beasley and Mr. Jahn; he thinks Mr, Babcock had a building in 3
very choice location, at a very nominal rate, Before Councilman
Blount can agree to a sublease extension, he said there must be

some increase in the rental that Babcock, et al pay to the City.
Approval of the master lease would increase their scope and certainly
their income, Everybody would be gaining thexreby except the City of
Torrance., In the new proposed lease the provision about "activities
as normally follow in a diversified flight operation" has been
deleted.

Mr. Babcock, 2814 West 180th Street, was present and said he
has a copy of the lease dated March 21, 1960, 'Councilman Blount
said in the lease there is a stipulation that there will be no fligh=
instruction other than that conferred upon a person who has bought
aircraft from Air Credit Sales. The rent is to be $65, the amount
suggested by the Planning Commission, Mr. Babcock said he thought
his remarks had been misinterpreted; that he had not intended to
offer ahy increase in rent at this time,

- Mayor Isen asked that this be taken up at a later time, Coun-
cilman Blount said Mr., Beasley and Mr, Drale would have to speak
for themselves, but as far as he is concerned, there will be no
lease without an increase in rental.

Councilman Beasley said he thought the reason the change was
made to permit subleasing was to bring in tax money from the sale
of planes, which would amount to motre than an increase in rent.

Mayor Isen said if the Babcock lease is bringing in $250,00 a month

under a sublease, certdinly they can afford to pay the city more

than $40 a month, Mr. Babcock said the return on their investment

is'not large; that he did not set the $40 rate; that it was set by

the City. )

8. Mayor Isen referred to an excerpt from the minutes of the
Council meeting March 1, 1960. Under "Communications from the City
Manager" there is a proposed agreement to employ J, B, Hanauer as
financial consultant to assist in the financial improvement of the
Airport. At that time the motion was made and carried, to table
this matter for sixty days. Mayor Isen's question is why that
matter has not reappeared on the agenda. He said some way must be
devised to insure matters coming back automatically at their assigned
times. Deputy City Clerk Carleson has promised this condition will
be solved; there will be a file established to follow up and a search
is now in progress of past minutes to assure that nome are being
ignored. The matter of the Airport financial consultant is now before
the Council, but cannot be considered tonight. Mayor Isen asked
City Manager Stevens to see that this proposed agreement is on for
consideration at next week's meeting and that a representative of
the Hanauer Company be here at that time.

9. Councilman Vico asked what is being done about rubbish bids.

The recommendation was made that the
description be adjusted by simple and proper means to conform
to the foundation of the hangars. Mr, Kidwell said the metes
and bounds des¢ription is correct, He paved an area about one
foot wider so as to have pavemenft beyond the eaves.
