Torrance, california 
August 23, 1960 · 

The City Council of the City of Torrance convened in a regular 
meeting at 8:00 P.M., Tuesday~ August 23, 1960, in the Council Cham­
ber of the City Hall, Torrance, California. 

Those responding to roll call by Deputy City Clerk carleson were: 
COUNCILMEN: Beasley, Benstead, Blount, Bradford, Drale, Vico, Isen. 
ABSENT: None. City Manager Stevens and City Attorney Remelmeyer 
were also present. 

At the request of Mayor Isen, Sgt. Hahn of the Torrance Police 
Department led the salute to our Flag. 

The Reverend William J. Roleder, First Lutheran Church, opened 
the meeting with an invocation. 

Councilman Beasley moved to approve the minutes of the regular 
meeting held August 16, 1960, as written. Motion, seconded by Coun­
cilman Drale, carried, there being no corrections, additions or 
amendments thereto. 

Mayor Isen gave a brief explanation of Council procedure.

On 
account of a technicality it was believed advisable to revise the 
method of financing by changing the percentage from 84 - 16 to 
90 - 10. Torrance pays 10%, where under the prior arrangement it 
would have paid 16%. However, the $35,000 credit to the City is 
eliminated under the new financing method. The proposed plan has 
been approved by the District and will be submitted to the Board of 
Supervisors for approval. 

Councilman Beasley moved to concur in the recommendation of the 
City Manager. Motion, seconded by Councilman Benstead, carried by 
unanimous roll call vote. 

Councilman Beasley asked when dirt would start to move and City 
Manager Stevens answered that it depends on the City being able to 
get right of entry from Mr. Glenny. He hopes to get in touch with 
Mr. Glenny early Wednesday morning, August 24th.

ORAL COMMUNICATIONS : 

1. Councilman Beasley stated he would have liked to have had shown 
in the minutes of the meeting of August 16th that he asked for a 
traffic survey of a possible signal at Palos Verdes and Sepulveda, 
by Engineering and the Traffic Commission. Mayor Isen said the same 
is true of his remarks concerning the intersection of Arlington and 
182nd Street. 

2. Councilman Benstead asked City Manager Stevens what progress is 
being made on the widening of Dominguez along the Pacific Electric 
right of way, from Crenshaw to Sartori and Director of Public Works 
Peebles said plans have been set up to see if we can arrange for that 
right of way which was retained by Pacif'ic Electri·c. Mr. Benstead 
said sometime ago there was a petition from residents of the area. 
Director of Public Works Peebles promised a report next week. 

3. Councilman Drale suggested the ordinance on pro-rating the drain­
age improvement fee on acreage be processed'. He said he understands 
several people are waiting for the new ordinance bef'ore applying for 
building permits. He asked if it would be possible to authorize the 
building permit to be released on a pro-rated basis. Councilman 
Bradford said while he has opposed this, he would be in concurrence 
provided the $500 is pro•rated. It has ndhing to do with homes, 
excludes residences, but applies on any additions to commercial or 
industrial land. Councilman Bradf'ord favors the money being prorated 
on a square footage basis, but that on housing projects it be pro­
rated on the lot area, not the subdivision. Director of Public Works 
said this will be on the agenda next week. Councilman Drale moved 
that releases be issued on the basis of Mr. Bradf'ord's statement, but 
on Mr. Peebles' statement that this will co.me up next week, Councilman 
Drale withd:cew his motion.

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4. Councilman Vico said there has been some talk that Torrance 
Beach plans to charge $5. 00 to "surf". He thought it would be 
advisable to have a portion of the beach set aside for surfing instead 
of having to surf at only stated hours. Councilman Benstead remarked

that the surfing has to be done with the tide. Mayor Isen said if /d.cf 
there are no objections, the Council will express approval of Council-
man Vico•s suggestion, and refer the matter to the Park and Recreation 
Commission for negotiation with tle County Recreation Department, or 
whatever County Agency has jurisdiction. 

s. Dr. A. R. Young who practices in North Torrance, protested 
the left turn pocket which is being installed at 174th and Crenshaw. 
Mayor Isen said Mrs. Connors, the Postmaster, had already protested 
this and as soon as Mr. Whitmer, the Traffic Engineer, returns, he 
will get in touch with Mrs. Connors. He asked that Dr. Young give 
Mr. Peebles his name and address for the purpose of contacting by 
Mr. Whitmer. Dr. Young listed the disadvantages and described what 
he considers to be an impossible situation that has been created, 
not only in entering the places of business, but also on going to 
house calls, involving long extra distances to make the turns neces­
sary to travel in the right direction. Mayor Isen said it would 
probably be well to forget the left turn as planned and asked Dr. 
Young to keep in touch if the situation is not corrected. 

6. Councilman Benstead moved that all bills properly audited 
be paid and the motion was seconded by Councilman Blount and carried 
by unanimous roll call vote.
