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MINUTES OF AN ADJOUXRNED REGULAR

An adjourned, regular meeting of the Board of Trustees
of the City of Torrance was held in the Council Chambers at
Torrance, California, September £Z, 1924, and was called to
order &t 8 o'clock P.M. by President Smith. The following
Trustees were present: Brooks, Fitzhugh, Torrence and
Smith.

President Smith called on the Proprietor of the Quaker City
Pool Hgll for & statement with reference to the closing order
voted at the previous.meeting of the Council, asking him if he
had any evidence to show why his license should not be permanently
revoked. There was no testimony given except the statement of two
boys that they hed ssid they were eighteen yesrs of age when asked
by the management of the pool room, dbut had told the officer that
they were only seventeen. : ’

Chief Phillips stated that he had previously found other boys
in the place and, after & short discussion, & recess was taken by
the Board to consider the revocation of the permit held by the
proprietor of this place. On reconvening, & motion by Trustee
Torrence, seconded by Trustee Brooks, that the license be revoked,
was carried by a unanimous vote. :

A communicetion was resd from the Full Gospel church asking
that Lot 8, Block 30, be re-zoned to permit of the building of a
church thereon. .

On motion by Trustee Torrence, seconded by Trustee Fitzhugh,
the Clerk was instructed to direct a communication to the peti-
tioners asking them to secure the signatures of a majority of those
living in the vicinity of the proposed building consenting to the
erection of the church st the place nemed, in accordance with the
zoning Ordinsnce.

A communicetion from the Torrsnce Christian Church ssking for
e re-gzoning of Lot 1, Block 27, to permit the building of & church.

On motion by Trustee Fitzhugh, seconded by Trustee Brooks,
the Clerk was directed to meke reply similar to that ordered in
the case of the Full Gospel church applicetion. After considerable
discussion, in which it was shown that seversl semi-public improve-
ments were contempleted in the ssme and adjacent blocks, on mo-
tion by Trustee Torrance, seconded by Trustee Brooks, it was order-
ed that notices be posted giving notice of & hearing on the re-zon-
ing of the district adjacent to the locations of the proposed
buildings for the Woman's Club, the Episcopal Church, Torrance Hos-
pitsl and the Torrance Christian Church, said hesring to be held
on Mondye September 29th at 8 o'clock.

In the matter of the applicetion of the Stendard Machinery Co. for
permit to erect a temporery shed on its own property known as Lot
1, Block 104, Tract 2807, the Board concurred in the suggestion
of Trustee Fitzhugh thet a specisl permit was not required in the
factory district named. ;

Trustee Brooks reguested further informstion regarding the
%aterial to be used, which was stated to be & fire-proof asbestos

oard.

On motion by Trustee Torrance, seconded by Trustee Deininger,
the Building Inspector was ordered to secure samples snd dsta and
report to Trustee Brooks.

Trustee Deininger, Chairman of the Street Committee, re-
ported on the obstruction of Streets by contrasctors and sug-
gested more drastic measures be teken to suppress the prac-

* tice. The Building Inspector reported, in this connection,

that deposits were being required for &ll building operations
in which meterials were to be deposited in street areas, but
that it frequently happened that sub-contractors without per-
mits would use the streets for mixing materisals.

On motion the matter was referred to the ordinance com-
mittee to reprort at next meeting.

Trustee Torrence, Chairmen of the Fire and Police com-
mittee, requested that some action be tsken to provide fire
vrotection in the vicinity of Sierra and Amspola, steting it
was several hundred feet to the nesrest fire plug from that
location.

Engineer Jessup, in response to & complasint of ifr. L.
C. Peters, sgain explained the method of assessing prorerty
under the Vestern Avenue Improvement district.

Trustee Deininger mentionei the promiscuous selling of
megazines by sO-called ex-service men asnd the Police Dept.
wes instructed to direct all found selling magazines or ad-
vertising matter, and cleiming certain privileges, to the
American Legion for investigation.

The metter of replacing trees destroyed by the Ssante
Fe railroasd on imsapola Avenue was brought up by Trustee
Fitzhugh; the subject was discussed and further consider-
ation was thought advissable.

At 9:45 P.i., on motion by Trustee Brooks, seconded by
Trustee Deininger, the meeting adjourned until Mondya Sept.
