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MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEFS
OF THE CITY OF TORRANC
Torrance, Californis.
October 19, 1925.

A reguler meeting of the Board of Trustess of the City of Tor-
rance was held in the Council Chambers &t Torrance, Californisa,
October 19, 1925, and was celled to order at 7:00 p.m. by President
Deininger. The following Trustees were present: Smith, Torrence,
Deininger. Absent: Brooks and FPitzhugh.

The minutes of the regular meeting of October 5, 1925, were read
and approved after a correction to the effect that the running &t
large of dozs was covered. by the present ordinance and it was not ne-
cessary to refer same to the Ordinance committes.

The letter from C. A. Christensen offering to paint the flag
pole for $16.00 was referred to the Street Superintendent and the As-
sistant Engineer.

Trustee Torrence moved that two flags, one large snd one small,
be purchased. Trustee Smith seconded the motion which was duly car-
ried by the following roll call vote:

AYES; Trustees: Smith, Torrence and Deininger.

NOES; Trustees: Nons.

ABSENT; Trustees: Brooks and Fitzhugh.

The Regionsl Plsnning Conference of Los Angeles County mailed in
a copy of Capt. Eddis Rickenbacker's spesech for the information and
considerstion of the Board. Same was ordered filed so as to be avail-
able to members of the Board.

”he Automobile Club of So. Cel. submitted sn egreement concern-
ing the installation of two flsashers at the turn on Western Avenue.
2rustes Smith moved that the Agreement be properly exscuted.

‘Trustee Torrence seconded the motion which wes duly carried by the

following roll call vote:
AYES; Trustees: Smith, Torrence &snd Deininger.
NOES; Trustees: None.
ABSENT; Trustees: Brooks and Fitzhugh.

Trustee Torrence urged that the present muarker now working at
the turn of Western Avenue be not disturbed.

Trustee Smith moved that the printing of Ordinance No. 123 be
held up for the time being. Trustee Torrence seconded the motion
which was duly carried.

A discussion of the age limit and other angles was held snd it
was decided to forego the legalizing of the ordinance until there wus
some agsurance that the least hardship would accrue therefrom

Regarding an ordinence covering the removal of deserted oil der-
ricks, the Attorney was to be given more time in which to look up
the necessary data.

Mr. Hobson mentioned that there wss a regular market for such
derricks.

Trustee Fitzhugh ceme in at 8:00 p.m.

Trustee Smith moved that the Clerk be 1nstructe& to asdvertise
for bids for gassoline for the next 12 months.

Trustee Torrence seconded the motion which was duly carried.

The Chief of Police mentioned that a word of thanks might be

appreciated by the Automobile Club of So. Czl. for their fine co-
operstion.

Trustee Smith reported that the motorcycle was in need of re-
peirs and that it would cost $100.00 to put it in shape; that the



sales compeny had offered & trade-in for $235.00. Thig seemed
to be more attractive proposition and Trustee Smith moved that
the Clerk and the Pregident of the Board be authorized to exec-
ute & lease contract for the purchase of a 1926 Henderson motor-
cycle as per offer submitted. Trustee Fitzhugh seconded the
motion which was duly carried by the following roll call vote:

AYES; Trustees: Fitzhugh, Smlth Torrence and Deininger.

NOES; Trustees: Nonse.

ABSENT; Trustee Brooks.

The Ordinance committee is to submit an smendment to the
traffic ordinance so that it will be legel to declare a boule-
vard stop without the formality of an ordinance sach timse.

Engineer Jessup reported that the matter of & crossing over
the Santa Ps on Redondo Bouleverd might have to be taken up with
the Railroad commission &s no crossing had been designated there
when the franchise was granted;

that work on the paving of Redondo Blvd. was progressing
ilowly as decomposed granite was arriving in such small quanti-

ies;

that he had prepared proceedings end a Resolution of Inten-
tion covering the proposed work between Cedar and Madrid as had
been ordered;

that, as an error had besen made in the Martina proceedings,
sameé would have to be started over again.

Assistant Engineer Hobson reported that the Export Refining
Co. was working on & muffler for the relief of the noise from ex-
haust pipes; i

that the Laundry Co. had concluded to go ahead with their
addition under the permit restricted by a 90 day clause; .

that the Torrance Development Corp. had removed two leans-
to as ordered and cleaned up the premises;

that the matter of set-back on Mr. Palmer's residence hed
been referred to the City Attorney,

that the franchises given the public utilities by the Dom-
inguez Land Co. were very broad and that a cherge might be made
by the companies for moving poles if they ssw fit.

The Supt. of Streets reported hearty coopsration for clean-
up week and thet the estimsted cost had been halved;

that there were two pieces of the alley improvement not yet
¢ompleted a&s pipes were to be removed;

that the Willite Co. had men &t work repsiring the streets.

The President stated that he would like to hsave some plan
submitted by the committee for the building contemplated on the
City Hall site.

Trustee Fitzhugh moved that the proprosed ordinance no. 124
be referred to the City Planning commission for discussion and
recommendation; also that the proposed improvement north of
Csrson between Cedar and Madrid be brought to their attention
end that they be made acquainted with the proposition and thsat
the Commission report back their zoning recommendations &t the
next meeting. Trustes Smith seconded the motion which was duly
carried.

Trustee Fitzhugh moved thet the resignation of Mr. Xingsley
as & member of the Plsnning Commigcsion be accepted with thanks
for past services. Trustee Torrence seconded the motion which
was duly carried.

The President appointed Donsld Findlsy as & member of the
Planning Commission &nd asked the Board to approve the appoint-
ment.

Trustee Fitzhugzh moved that the above appointment be ap-
proved. Trustee Torrence sscondsd the motion which wes duly
carried.
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. Engineer Jessup was requested to estimete the totel cost of im-
proving Cabrillo from Carson to Redondo Blvd to Post Avenus with
the intention of plscing his findings before a mass meeting of ths
interested property owners.

An annexation petition wes filed with the Cleri, ssme covering
a district directly west of the present west limits of Torrance.

Trustes Smith moved thet the City Attornsy be instructed to pre-
pare an ordinesnce calling for a special election. Trustee Fitzhugh
seconded the motion which was duly carried.

Trustee Torrence stated that & ruling had been made in the City
of Los Angeles depriving sliens from holding city jobs and that em-
ploysees must live in the city and that the same &spplied to contresct-
ors who must hire only smericans; that he thought it was a step in
the right direction.

Attorney Briney raported that he and the Engineer had checked
the quit-claim deed submitted by the Dominguez Land Co. under date
of 9 21/25 and approved it as to form and description.

The Board desired further informution from the Grasntors as to
the purposes to be served by such a deed.

Trustee Fitzhugh moved that the Clerk be instructed to advertise
for bids for a franchise as sought by the Associsted 0il Co. Trustss
Smith seconded the motion which was duly carrisd.

Trustee Fitzhugh moved that all bills, properly audited, be paid.
Trustee Torrence saconded the motlon which was duly carried bJ the
following roll call vote: .

AYES; Trustees: Fitzhugh, Smith, Torrence, Deininger.

NOES; Trustees: None.

ABSENT; Trustee Brooks.

Trustee Fitzhugh moved thet the meeting adjourn until 8:00 p.m.
October 26, 1925. Trustee Torrence seconded the motion which was
