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CITY NEWS

LIVING WITH URBAN COYOTES

The City of Torrance is experiencing an increase in the coyote
population. Officials encourage residents, especially those living near
open spaces, to follow this list of Do’s and Don’ts to safely co-exist
with these urban coyotes.

Do:

e Consider making your pet an indoor pet when living in area that is
known to be occupied by coyotes.

* Keep your pet on a short leash.

* Install motion-sensitive lighting around the house.

e Eliminate thick ground cover, such as ivy and low shrubs from
around dwellings to reduce protective cover for coyotes and make
the area less attractive to rodents. Coyotes and other predators
may be attracted to areas where rodents are concentrated.

» Keep yards free from potential shelters such as thick brush and
weeds, and enclose the bottoms of porches and decks.

e Use a coyote shaker: a can containing a few coins or rocks which
can be shaken and thrown at the coyote.

e Teach children not to approach stray animals.

Don’t:

e Don’t walk your pet during dusk or dawn, when coyotes tend to be
more active.

* Don't allow pets to stay outdoors at night.

e Dontallow pets to roam from home unattended.

* Don’t feed wild animals.

Don’t approach or attempt to “tame” coyotes.

If you see a coyote behaving aggressively or attacking a person
immediately call 911. To report a deceased animal, contact the
Torrance Animal Control Office at (310) 618-3850. The Torrance
Animal Control Office is open Monday through Thursday, and every
other Friday, from 8:00am to 5:00pm. Report coyote sightings and
unusual events to the Torrance Police Department at (310) 618-5641.

HAVE A VOICE IN GOVERNMENT

commissioners also hear appeals. The role varies by commission, but
generally includes providing expertise and hearing public concerns on
matters specific to the commission.

The City Clerk invites citizens interested in serving their community to
apply to become a City commissioner. Commissioner appointments
are made by the City Council at a public meeting in January. Terms
begin in February and are for four years with a two-term limit.

Interested
residents can also call (310) 618-2870 to request an application, or for
further information.

Applicants must be registered voters living in the City of Torrance

and be current on their Commission Certification. Applicants are
responsible for scheduling interviews with the Mayor and Council

and for providing copies of the commission application to them. All
applications will remain active and on file in the City Clerk’s office for
one year.

Commissioners are paid a stipend of $10 for each meeting attended.
Stipends are paid quarterly.

REGISTRATION POLICIES

Persons giving false information regarding name, age, and address
may be dropped from the class or activity without refund or credit.
Students MUST be age appropriate by the first class.

Cancellation Policy

Classes that do not meet the minimum enroliment requirements
may be cancelled one week bhefore class begins.

Students who request to withdraw from most classes at least ONE
business day BEFORE THE CLASS BEGINS may receive an 80%
refund. Students who request to withdraw from most classes at least
one business day before the THIRD SCHEDULED CLASS may receive a
full credit on account with the City of Torrance Registration Office. For
more information, and exceptions to this policy, visit
www.TorranceCA.Gov/9091.htm.

Convenience Fee

The City of Torrance will be charging a non-refundable convenience fee
of 2.5% for all ONLINE class registrations. This fee will help recover
some of the costs associated with credit card fees. The fees will be
charged per class, per person, when registering online.

Fees

Fees listed represent the cost for residents/non-residents. Makeup
classes are NOT offered for student missed classes. Fees are not pro-
rated for students that register late.

Military Discounts

Active Military personnel and their immediate dependents are eligible
to receive a 10% discount (up to a maximum of $10 per program or
class per participant) on Community Services programs and classes.

Proof of Residency

Torrance residents will be required to provide current proof of
residency when registering for the first time, if you move to a different
Torrance address, or if mail is returned. Acceptable forms of proof of
residency MUST be current and will be limited to the following:
» California Driver’s License (with current address)
« Car Registration or Car Insurance Premium
« Utility Bill such as: gas, electric, Torrance water or trash, or a
cable bill (telephone bills, bank statements, mortgage statements,
rental agreements, and satellite bills are NOT accepted).

Residency

Torrance residents may register for classes and programs one week
prior to non-residents. A Torrance resident is defined as anyone living
within the Torrance city limits. Those living in the 90502 zip code and
the 90501 zip code east of Western Avenue are considered non-
residents. Non-residents are welcome to register for classes, but pay
an additional non-resident fee for most classes.

Scholarships

Financial scholarships are available for Torrance residents and may be
used for qualifying individuals under the age of 18 or over the age of
50 (proof of age is required). For more information on this program,
and to obtain an application, visit www.TorranceCA.Gov/9093.htm.
