JOINT COOPERATIVE COMMITTEE OF THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA
CHAPTER OF THE A.P.W.A. AND THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA DISTRICTS
OF THE A.G.C.C., HEREINAFTER REFERRED TO AS THE STANDARD
SPECIFICATIONS, THE TORRANCE STANDARD T600, AND TO THE
SATISFACTION OF THE ENGINEERING DIRECTOR.

2. IT SHALL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR TO LOCATE,
VERIFY DEPTH AND PROTECT ALL STRUCTURES, INCLUDING
SUBSTRUCTURES, SHOWN ON THE PLAN. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL
BEAR THE ENTIRE COST OF REPAIRING OR REPLACING ANY OF SAID

10. BASE FOR DRIVEWAY AND PATHWAYS MAY BE OMITTED ON SANDY
SOILS AND SHALL BE 4” ON CLAYEY SOILS. SANDY SOILS SHALL BE
DETERMINED BY A MINIMUM OF SE OF 30 PER SAND EQUIVALENT TEST
AS PER SECTION 211-3 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS.

11. FOR ASPHALT CONCRETE SECTION 4" THICK OR GREATER, UNLESS
OTHERWISE SHOWN, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL CONSTRUCT A MINIMUM
2" THICK FINISH COURSE USING CLASS C2—AR—4000 OVER A BASE
COURSE OF CLASS B—AT—4000 PER SECTION 203—-6 OF THE
STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS. CLASS D2—AR—4000 ASPHALT CONCRETE
SHALL BE USED IF FINISH COURSE IS LESS THAN 27 THICK. FOR
SECTIONS LESS THAN 4" THICK, ASPHALT CONCRETE SHALL BE CLASS
C2—AR—4000 UNLESS OTHERWISE SPECIFIED. THE MAXIMUM THICKNESS
