B. Recommendation of the General Services Director that City Council authorize the 

issuance of a purchase order to Turf Star, Inc. of Brea, CA, in the amount of 
$71,953.70 including sales tax, for the sole-source purchase of one (1) Toro GM-580-
D Hydraulic Rotary Turf Mower. 
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C. Recommendation of the General Services Director that City Council authorize a 

purchasing agreement with Aqua-Flo Supply of Torrance, CA in an amount not to 
exceed $ 35,000.  The vendor will furnish irrigation PVC and sprinkler parts on an “as 
needed basis” for a period of one (1) year, effective April 28, 2006 through  
April 27, 2007.
