7b. 1998 BJA LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT BLOCK GRANT

Recommendation

The Chief of Police and City Manager recommend that City Council authorize
the City Manager to file an application for the 1998 Bureau of Justice Assistance
(BJA) Local Law Enforcement Block Grant which includes a Federal altocafi
$163,632, a local cash match requirement of $18,181 from Asset Forfeiture and
other special conditions.

9. TRANSPORTATION/PUBLIC WORKS

9a. ORDINANCE/RESOLUTION RE WASTE REDUCTION

Recommendation

It is the recommendation of the Acting Street Services Director and the
City Manager that the City Council adopt an ordinance amendment and
related resolution creating new requirements for waste reduction,
reporting and landfill related environmental cleanup liability coverage
from the commercial waste haulers operating in the City.

Supplemental written material of record included a July 28, 1998 memorandum
addressed to the City Council from Acting Street Services Director Bteavesmitting the
Street Department’s “City of Torrance Presentation to City Council on Propodathire for
Commercial Solid Waste Management.”

Mr. Louis Ippolito, Americlean Environmental Services, presented detailednation
regarding Assembly Bill 939 (State mandated waste reduction goals). Helfeikat
understanding that Torrance is the only South Bay city not having diversion and disposal
requirements. Mr. Ippolito shared background information on Americlean Environmental
Services’ experience in the area of waste diversion/reduction

Mayor Hardison recalled concerns expressed by the business community and private
holders that they would be responsible for waste diversion/reduction in multi-famitiy

Mr. Ippolito advised that Americlean has set up many successful programs i multi
family units in other cities and that the proposed ordinance provides an impetus for such
programs to be offered in the multi-family unit sector. In answer to a question posed by
Councilmember Messerlian, Mr. Ippolito provided input on the recovery success of those
jurisdictions having non-exclusive franchise agreements. He explained thattlessof such
jurisdictions can be attributed to the requirements placed on the recycling.

City Clerk Herbers read aloud the number and title of Ordinance No. 3454.
