ORAL COMMUNICATIONS #1

7A.
Jeannie Moorman, AFSCME-Local 1117, urged the Council not to reconsider the proposed ordinance limiting campaign contributions to natural persons, which failed to pass at the November 20 City Council meeting due to a tie vote.  She maintained that the ordinance was unconstitutional and would cost the City thousands of dollars in legal fees to defend, money that would be better spent on improving streets, maintaining parks and replacing aging infrastructure.

John Perea, resident, echoed concerns regarding the proposed ordinance.
7C.
Yvonne Wheeler, AFL-CIO, expressed concerns that the ordinance would likely be brought back at some point in the future and urged the Council to reject it because it violates First Amendment rights.

Harold Peace, AFSCME-Local 1117, voiced objections to the proposed ordinance.

Frank Torres, SEIU-Local 99, also expressed concerns about the proposed ordinance, maintaining that it would deny the average worker the opportunity to have a voice in the local election process.

Mayor Scotto announced that this was the time and place for a public hearing on this matter.  City Clerk Herbers confirmed that the hearing was properly advertised.


With the aid of slides, Planning Manager Lodan briefly reviewed the request for a Conditional Use Permit to allow the operation of two take-out only restaurants in the shopping center under construction at 20305 Anza Avenue.  He reported that the Planning Commission considered the project at their August 15, 2007 meeting; that residents of the area expressed concerns about the project’s impact on traffic, the hazard to school children walking to and from nearby schools, and the midnight closing time; and that the Planning Commission voted to deny the project by a vote of 4-2, primarily due to concerns about the midnight closing time.


In response to Councilmember Witkowsky’s inquiry, Planning Manager Lodan advised that the project exceeds parking requirements.


Peter Whittingham, representing the applicant Mercy Go, stated that the applicant would like to amend the request to include only one restaurant, a Pizza Hut, noting that the restaurant would be take-out and delivery only, with no seating.  He reported that the center will be anchored by a credit union, with hours of 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., which is the perfect complement to Pizza Hut because the majority of its sales occur between 5:00 and 8:00 p.m.  He noted that there used to be a gas station on this site which generated far more traffic than the proposed Pizza Hut, and as part of traffic mitigation measures for the project, the applicant was required to dedicate property along Del Amo Boulevard for a future right-turn lane to alleviate traffic congestion in the vicinity.  He advised that the proposed hours of operation, from 10:00 a.m. to midnight, were consistent with every other Pizza Hut in the area, as well as other businesses at this intersection.


Councilmember Witkowsky expressed concerns that residents of the adjacent apartment building could be disturbed by noise from delivery vehicles in the parking lot and the aroma of the pizza baking, should the late night closing time be approved.


Mr. Whittingham clarified that the hours of operation would be 10:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m., Sunday through Thursday, and Friday and Saturday were the only nights that Pizza Hut would be open until midnight.  He reported that 60% of sales take place Friday through Sunday so late night hours are very important to the restaurant’s profitability.  He explained that the ventilation system captures almost all of the odors from baking.


Melanie Dreike, president of West Torrance Homeowners Association, stated that the gas station that formerly occupied the site has been out of business for approximately 10 years so its impact on traffic was not relevant.  She questioned whether the developer was attempting to circumvent the review process by not proposing the fast food restaurant as part of the original project.  She reported that HOA members were mainly concerned about the impact on traffic and the risk posed to the many school children who must cross this busy intersection in the afternoon.  She urged denial of the project, but requested if it is approved, that the applicant be required to provide a crossing guard at this intersection on weekday afternoons and that the exit on Anza be limited to right-turn only.


Mayor Scotto noted that it was not uncommon for a developer to seek approval of a shopping center and request Conditional Use Permits later after tenant spaces have been leased.


Gavin Wassserman, Steele Street, expressed concerns that the added traffic would increase the risk to school children, relating his experience that this intersection is chaotic and children are present throughout afternoon and evening hours due to after-school activities.  He voiced his opinion that the Conditional Use Permit for the second fast food restaurant should never have been applied for in the first place since no tenant has been identified. 


Nick Bazos, Anza Avenue, reported that fast food restaurants on other corners of this intersection close at 10:00 p.m. on weekdays, and 11:00 p.m. on weekends; related his understanding that this Pizza Hut will replace two others in the area and is likely to be very busy; and urged an earlier closing time so that residents would not be disturbed by noise in the parking lot.  He expressed concerns that the proposed restaurant would make it more difficult for nearby residents to turn left from their driveways onto Anza.


The Council recessed from 8:29 p.m. to 8:42 p.m.


Cliff Numark, Ladeene Avenue, urged the Council to deny the project, explaining that fast food restaurants are the number one cause of traffic and there are several other fast food outlets in the area.  He called for the implementation of traffic mitigation measures should the Council decide to approve the project.

A resident of Carmelynn Street, name inaudible/no speaker card, expressed concerns about the restaurant’s impact on traffic; the risk posed to school children; and the configuration of the center’s driveways.  She also expressed concerns about Pizza Hut’s impact on Bonello’s Pizza, the family-run pizza restaurant on another corner of this intersection.

Ashley McKinley, senior at West High, maintained that a Pizza Hut should not be approved at this site due to the impact on traffic and on Bonello’s Pizza, which supports local schools by holding fundraisers.  She voiced her opinion that there were already too many fast food restaurants in general, which has caused a great increase in obesity.

Another student at West High, name inaudible/no speaker card, voiced objections to approving a Pizza Hut at this location, citing the small congested parking lot and the impact on traffic.

Angela Sera, Sturgess Drive, doubted that Pizza Hut would significantly increase traffic since it would be take-out and delivery only with no seating.

Returning to the podium, Mr. Whittingham noted that while the former gas station on this site closed several years ago, an auto repair shop continued to operate out of the building.  He clarified that two restaurant tenant spaces were included in the original project reviewed by the Planning Commission in May 2006, at which time they were restricted to take-out and delivery only and required to obtain a Conditional Use Permit at a later date.  He contended that it would be unfair to require Pizza Hut to pay for a crossing guard given the other businesses at this intersection that contribute to the traffic.
Mr. Whittingham explained that Pizza Hut is reorganizing delivery areas throughout Torrance and downsizing from five locations to four so it’s not true that all the business from two Pizza Huts will be shifted to this one location.  With regard to hours of operation, he noted that both the 7-Eleven and the Mobil gas station at this intersection are open 24 hours a day and Subway is open until 11:00 p.m.  He also noted that there are residences directly adjacent to Steve’s Burgers, 7-Eleven, Bonello’s Pizza and the Mobil gas station, while there is a florist and an alley separating the proposed Pizza Hut from the nearby apartment building.  He related his belief that the traffic mitigation measures imposed on the original project were adequate to address the impact on traffic.


Responding to questions from the Council, Mr. Whittingham provided clarification regarding the configuration of the driveways.  Planning Manager Lodan advised that the applicant was required to establish a cross access easement, which would allow for a shared driveway when the adjacent shopping center is redeveloped thereby eliminating side-by-side driveways.

Councilmember Barnett indicated that he favored limiting restaurant uses at this center to Pizza Hut only and suggested the possibility of allowing delivery service to continue after the storefront take-out has closed.

Councilmember Witkowsky pointed out that this site is zoned for commercial use; noted that this shopping center was reviewed and approved by the Planning Commission in May of 2006 with two take-out restaurants; and voiced her opinion that it was unreasonable to expect that a business going in at the center would create no noise and generate no traffic.  Expressing support for the project, she indicated that she favored a closing time consistent with other nearby food uses and shutting down the take-out portion an hour prior to closing to address concerns about noise in the parking lot.     

Councilmember Drevno also voiced support for the project, relating her experience that take-out/delivery pizza restaurants generate much less traffic than other businesses that could go in at this center such as an auto parts store or a Starbuck’s-type coffee shop. 

MOTION:  Councilmember Brewer moved to close the public hearing.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Witkowsky and passed by unanimous roll call vote.

MOTION:  Councilmember Brewer moved to deny the appeal and approve the Conditional Use Permit, as conditioned, adding the following conditions:

· That there shall be only one take-out restaurant in the building with a maximum of 1400 square feet.

· That the closing time shall be 11:00 p.m., Sunday through Thursday, and 12:00 a.m. on Friday and Saturday, with the storefront take-out to close one hour prior.

The motion was seconded by Councilmember Witkowsky and passed by unanimous roll call vote.


Mayor Scotto noted that a Resolution reflecting the Council’s action would be brought back for approval at a later date.
