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 The Torrance Fire Department has been training community members in disaster preparedness since the early 1990s. Over a thousand community members have attended our 24-hour Community Emergency Response Team (CERT), three-day academy. CERT is a FEMA designated course that emphasizes what to do before, during, and after an area-wide emergency. This information will become valuable when the City resources are stretched to their limits and additional help is a long way off. As a bonus, participants will receive a backpack filled with emergency supplies (courtesy of The Torrance Refining Company). Participants must attend all classes to receive a certificate of completion.
