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OFFICER-INVOLVED SHOOTING
FOLLOW-UP INVESTIGATION

On Sunday, December 9, 2018, at approximately 8:00 PM, Patrol Officers were conducting a
stolen vehicle investigation when an officer-involved shooting occurred in the Ralph’s Market
parking lot located at 1770 Carson Street.

Investigators have confirmed the vehicle (2000 black Honda Civic) that the subject was inside
had been stolen on December 7, 2018. Investigators also examined the rifle recovered at the
scene and identified it as a Crosman Phantom 1000 air rifle with what appears to have an
altered buttstock.
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This active investigation is being conducted under the command of Torrance Police Captain
Mark Underwood of the Special Operations Bureau with the assistance of the Los Angeles
County District Attorney’s Office who is reviewing this incident as is routine for all officer
involved shootings.
